This beau'ful graphic has been designed by John Garabedian, a Seminarian of 

the Fall River Diocese, who served in our collabora've last Summer.  It depicts 

the Holy Family and the care St. Joseph shows for the Blessed Mother and Je-

sus.  The “shield” symbolizes St. Joseph Guardian of the Holy Family , a 'tle 

first used by Pope Leo XIII in a prayer from his 1889 encyclical Quamquam Plu-

ris. The maroon color represents the tradi'onal color used by many organiza-
