A Liturgy update

At a recent meeting it was mentioned
that in most circumstances at Holy
Mass an individual should be involved
in only one (1) ministry at that
particular Mass. So if one is an
Extraordinary Minister of Holy
Communion he/she shouldn't be a
Lector, usher, server, etc. at the same
Mass. Again, it's a guideline we are
encouraged to follow, there can be
times where one may be called upon
to help in more than one ministry! P.S.
A word of THANKS to all whose
involvement in different ministries help
enhance the beauty of Holy Mass!

Another Liturgy Thought

On occasion we are “short” of
Extraordinary Ministers of Holy
Communion. We are evaluating
making changes to the distribution of
Holy Communion. We are considering
distributing the Body and Blood of
Christ under two forms with six patens
and two chalices. However, some
Masses may have only one form. As a
reminder, Jesus is FULLY present,
Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity in each
form.
