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However, the day-laborers hired in the morning thought that they had rights to more than those hired later in the
day. When it was time for the day-laborers to be paid, those who worked the shortest time were paid first, a “full
day’s pay.” Those who worked all day, therefore, expected more than a “'full day’s pay.”
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From t ﬁ e Bis ﬁop ’s Pen. “Are you envious because I am generous?”
In today’s parable of the Good Employer, we are told of day-laborers that are hired at various times of the day to
work in the employer’s vineyard. They were hired through no merit of their own, but through the employer’s gener-
osity. Through this generosity, the employer chose to pay each day-laborer the same wage, no matter how long they
each worked that day.
The point that the day-laborers did not grasp, is that the employer hired them and gave them their pay out of his gen-
erosity, not out of some debt he owed them. God is the employer, and we are the day-laborers. We are called by
God through our different vocations in life, to work in His vineyard on earth. Whether we answer His call and start
working in His vineyard early in life, or we hear His call and start to work later in life, His pay to each of us is the
same, His unlimited love and forgiveness!
God expects us to respond to His generosity of love and forgiveness by showing that love and forgiveness to our fel-
low laborers, especially those arriving to work later than ourselves. We need to show God’s love and forgiveness for
example, not only to those who are victims of war and natural disaster, but also to those who take unfair advantage

of these situations and to the leaders who are quick to go to war, but slow to respond to human misery. Maybe, our
example of showing love and forgiveness will change lives.

Good and Evil

Question:

If God is good, why is there evil in the world?

Answer:

The problem of evil is perplexing. If God is all-powerful and
all-good, why doesn’t He stop bad things from happening? He
must either not be all-powerful, or perhaps He’s not very good
after all. Human beings have faced the possibility of evil since
the very beginning of our existence. In granting us free will,
God gives us the ability to make free choices. God does not
force us into moral perfection. We are not forced to love Him
or to love our neighbor. We must make the decision ourselves.
This means, of course, that we have the ability to choose
against love.

One small decision of selfishness, jealously, or pride may not
seem so bad. But every decision — good or bad — is like a
stone dropped into a still pond. The ripples extend much far-
ther than the original stone. When decisions against love begin
to compound, they affect families, neighborhoods, and
nations. This is all the more reason for Christians to be faithful
to our baptismal call to love one another as Christ has loved
us!

FEDERAL EVICTION MORATORIUM

On September 1%, the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC) announced a temporary eviction moratorium
to prevent the spread of COVID-19. Landlords and property
owners are prohibited from evicting certain tenants
impacted by COVID-19, or face high monetary fines.

The Fair Housing Action Center of Maryland published key
points on the eviction moratorium.

® Tenants can still be evicted for other issues that don’t in-
clude nonpayment of rent.

® A/l adults listed on the lease must sign, in order to be pro-
tected under the moratorium.

® You must sign a declaration that states, among other
things, that your circumstances were related to COVID,
and be able to prove that if the need arises;

®  You must declare that you have sought all available fund-
ing sources to pay your back rent, including government
assistance;

® You must declare that you earn less than $99,000 annually
(or $198,000 if you file taxes jointly with someone else),
and;

®  You must declare that you would become homeless if you
were evicted, and have no alternative housing available to
you.
This moratorium expires
December 31, 2020 unless amended.
