Jesus tells the parable of a landowner and tenants to the chief priests and elders, and to us.  In this story, the landowner is God 

the Father, the vineyard is the land of Israel and the tenants are the Israelite people. The servants He sends to the tenants are His 

prophets to the people of Israel.  The prophets of Israel were beaten, stoned, and killed, regardless of the number of times that 

God sent them.  The “tenants” refused to heed the prophecies of the “servants.”  Then the “landowner” sent His Son.�

�

The “tenants” killed the Son, as they had done to the prophets, instead of respecting him, believing that they would inherit the 

landowner’s land and that the Israelite people would obey them, instead of them leading the people to become the “fruit of the 

vineyard,” living God’s love in their lives.  According to the Jewish law of inheritance, when a son, who is a landowner’s only 

heir dies, the landowner’s tenants become next in line to inherit the owner’s land.  The Son that God the Father sent was our 

Lord, who was killed by the chief priests and elders.�

�

The Israelites could not inherit the Father’s vineyard, because His Son’s death resulted in His resurrection to eternal life.  As in 

this parable, the Father leases His vineyard to new tenants.  We are those new tenants.�

�

We are now called to listen to the Father’s Son, to receive His word in our hearts and come to inherit eternal life through Him.  

The Father has planted His natural law of love in the hearts of His new tenants, so that we can produce good grapes, the good 

fruits of love, mercy, and forgiveness.  Today is the feast of a well known saint, one of the new tenants who worked tirelessly in 

the Father’s vineyard to produce good fruit, Saint Francis of Assisi.�

�

God the Father calls His new tenants to produce good grapes, not wild grapes. Today, we have many opportunities to be good 

tenants of our Father’s vineyard and produce the “fruits” of the good grapes of love, mercy and forgiveness.  What type of ten-

ants do we want to be?  What type of fruit do we want to bear from the seed of love that God has planted in each of our hearts?�
