Baptism is “the Christian rite of pouring water over a person’s head or immersing them in it, purifying us and admitting us into 

the Christian Church.”  This is a definition of our baptism into the Body of Christ, the Church.  But why would Jesus Christ un-

dergo baptism?  At His Baptism, Jesus made the waters of baptism holy, so that for us, the waters of baptism can make us holy.  

As flowing water cleanses our bodies, the flowing water of baptism cleanses our souls.  Something else also happened when Je-

sus was baptized.�

�

The Holy Trinity, Father, Son and Spirit, revealed Itself to man at Jesus’ baptism, “On coming up out of the water he saw the 

heavens being torn open and the Spirit, like a dove, descending upon him.  And a voice came from the heavens, ‘You are my be-

loved Son; with you I am well pleased.’”  Christ, already full of the Spirit, “received the Spirit” in so far as He was man and in 

so far as man could receive the Spirit.�

�

In the Holy Spirit, Jesus raised the baptism of John the Baptist from one of only repentance, to the first Sacrament of life in 

Christ � the Church.  He raised baptism to entry into life in the divine nature of God.  In baptism, God our Father sees us in His 

Christ.  Evil corrupts that vision.  Sin disfigures how God wants to see us and it disfigures how we see ourselves.  It is through 

God’s goodness that we are baptized into Christ.�

�

With that vision of God our Father seeing us in His Christ, we can face tomorrow, and the days after tomorrow, with hope, with 

courage, and with the love within us that can bring life and hope to others, especially those imprisoned in ways of seeing them-

selves apart from God and His love for us.  Baptism frees us and empowers us. Baptism fills us with the power of God’s love.  

We should always be conscious of God’s love within us and ask Him to renew within us the power and glory that He gave us at 

our baptisms.�

We carry a greater depth of self�confidence 

and chance of succeeding when we have 

affirmation, a sense of direction and clear 

purpose in life. Each of these serve to pro-

vide our lives with meaning, allowing us to 

clearly establish priorities and goals. They 

also are necessary for integrity, which is the conviction and single 

mindedness that keeps us grounded in the truth of who we are. “You 

are my beloved Son; with you I am well pleased.”

The practice of members of the assembly holding hands while 

praying the Lord’s Prayer during the Mass is a custom that 

developed organically in the 1970s and 1980s. While some 

commentators acknowledge that the practice varies from place 

to place, it is a fairly universal reality in parishes across the 

United States. For some, this action symbolizes the commun-

ion of Christians praying together as one family of believers 

honoring the Father of All. Critics of the practice sometimes 

express concern that holding hands can be a distraction from 

the more significant unity that is experienced when we process 

to the altar to receive sacramental communion.�

And so, we’re left to ask, what is the answer?�

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal (the document 

that offers specific instructions for the celebration of the Mass) 

is silent on the practice, saying only that “all the faithful say 

the prayer” with the priest. The website of the US Bishops 

simply observes that “No position is prescribed in the Roman 

Missal for an assembly gesture during the Lord’s Prayer.” And 

so, we’re left to discern within ourselves and within our parish 

and religious communities what is an authentic gesture of 

praise during this important point of the Mass. For some, this 

means continuing to hold hands, while for others, this may 

mean adopting another posture of prayer.�
