WEEKLY REFLECTION 
 As the 2020 election approaches, I offer some 
reflections based on our nation’s history. 
 John Adams, the founding father who served as 
president immediately after George Washington, said 
“Public virtue cannot exist in a Nation without pri-
vate VirtueΣ and public Virtue is the only Foundation of a 
Republic.”  He also stated, “We have no government 
armed with power capable of contending with human 
passions unbridled by morality and religion. Avarice, am-
bition, revenge, or gallantry would break the strongest 
cords of our constitution as a whale goes through a net. 
Our Constitution was made only for a moral and religious 
people.  It is wholly inadequate to the government of any 
other.” 
 The check and balances in the U.S. Constitution 
originated in the conviction that civil society had to put 
limits on human passions, such as greed, envy, lust for 
power, and revenge.  If one faction were allowed to 
dominate the government, the liberty of the others 
would be threatened.   
 Although there was a great diversity in religious 
practice and belief among the founders, there was a 
common distrust of the citizenry’s ability to control their 
passions without some structure to provide limits.   The 
Christians among the founders believed that our fallen 
nature could lead us to abuse our liberty.  Our Christian 
faith tells us that no structure, environment, or society 
can make us perfect because we are sinners. Because of 
our disordered inclinations, such as envy and a sense of 
entitlement, we have a strong tendency to want more 
power, status, and comfort for ourselves and our associ-
ates even at the expense of others.   
 John Adams knew that the republic could suc-
ceed only among a people whose disordered desires 
were moderated by their faith in God.  Is it any surprise 
that in our day vicious hostility in the political arena has 
increased as religious practice and faith in God has de-
clined? 
 Let us pray for our country and our leaders.  May 
Christians lead the way in healing our divisions by re-
nouncing all self-righteous condemnation of those who 
disagree with them.  May we provide examples of citi-
zens who see the value of positions different from our 
own.  May we avoid the “all-or-nothing” thinking that 
prevents us from tolerating other views.  May we be 
open to accept the truth even when it does not fit our 
preconceived narratives.  Above all may be willing to 
make sacrifices to promote tolerance over narrow-
mindedness, reconciliation over division, and harmony 
over rage.

ARCHBISHSOP AYMOND’S  LETTER  ON MISSION SUNDAY 

October 18, 2020  

To: Clergy, Religious and Laity in the Archdiocese of New Orleans  

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ:  

Mission Sunday will be celebrated throughout the world on October 18. We remember the words of Jesus, “Go, there-
fore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, 
teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age.” 
Mk 28:19-20 For most of us, the command to go forth to a foreign land is all but impossible. But we can fulfill this call 
here at home. Jesus calls us to keep our hearts open to the missions where our brothers and sisters face many chal-
lenges. The poverty and lack of infrastructures make their challenges almost insurmountable. Many dioceses and reli-
gious orders depend upon Mission Sunday to continue their missionary work. Many hunger for a deeper relationship 
with Jesus and many are persecuted because of their faith in him and the Church. As we know, the coronavirus has 
affected the world—certainly the mission lands. This gives them additional challenges. May we open our hearts to 
hear again the invitation of Jesus to go forth “to the ends of the earth” through our prayers, sacrifice and financial sup-
port. Pope Francis said, “The celebration of World Mission Day is also an occasion for reaffirming how prayer, reflec-
tion and the material help of your offerings are opportunities to participate actively in the mission of Jesus in his 
Church.
