“For you were once aliens yourselves in the land of
Egypt.” (Exodus 22:20) Similarly, the introduction to the
Ten Commandments calls on the Israelites to recall God’s
action on their behalf in the past. “lI am the Lord your
God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of
the house of slavery.” (Exodus 20:2) The command-
ments God revealed are set in the context of a response
to His initiative. Because God freed the Israelites from
slavery, they should respond to the gift of their liberation
by keeping His statutes and decrees.

Jesus told a parable about a ruler who forgave a
servant’s enormous debt, but the servant tried to extract
payment from a fellow servant who owed him a small
fraction of what he had been forgiven. When he discov-
ered what happened, the king said, “You wicked servant!
| forgave you all that debt because you besought me; and
should not you have had mercy on your fellow servant,
as | had mercy on you?” (Matthew 18:32-33) God’s com-
passion on us calls us to respond to others with mercy.

Our love is a response to God’s loving initiative in
our lives. “In this is love, not that we loved God but that
He loved us and sent His Son to be the expiation for our
sins.” (I John 4:10)

As sinful people, we make disordered choices in
our lives, yet God still loves us. Let’s keep God’s fidelity
in mind as we struggle to love one another as we love
ourselves. It is a challenge for us to love those who hate
us or those who have hurt us. The call to love difficult
and even dangerous people comes to us because God
has loved us first and calls us to love others as a response
to His love.
