Saint of the Week

St. Benedict -Feast Day July 11

Have you ever wanted to change
the world? 5th century Europe
was a dark place. The Roman Em-
pire had fallen, and barbarian
tribes were picking over the scraps
of what remained. Faith hung on,
but there was no consistent, coher-
ent Christian culture in the world
around. Young Benedict began his
life with education and privilege
but became disillusioned by a life pursuing material success.
He withdrew to a monastery and spent much time in soli-
tude. He began attracting followers, whom he organized over
time into 12 monasteries, with a 13th established to train
young monks. He wrote a rule of life including basic princi-
ples for living as Christ. His monks took three vows: conver-
sion to Christ, obedience to the local abbot, and stability to
remain with the community. Benedictine monasteries be-
came lights in the darkness, secure centers of Christian cul-
ture enlivening the faithful beyond their walls. When the
world around us seems complicated and contrary to the Gos-
pel, how will you be a light?

GOSPEL MEDITATION FOR THE
FOURTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

This Sunday, Jesus reminds us that "the harvest is abundant
but the laborers are few." As Catholic disciples, we are the
laborers that the Master is sending. All around us are oppor-
tunities to share the love and mercy of Jesus Christ - our
homes, our workplaces, our neighborhoods, even our faith
communities! Lest we feel unequipped for the task, Jesus
gives us some advice.

"Carry no money bag, no sack, no sandals." We might not
have a theology degree or training in public speaking, but
that doesn't mean we can't share the Gospel. The power of
God is at work in simplicity. The disciples went forth with
nothing as a reminder to trust in the Providence of God. Say
a little prayer that God will speak through you and has a
need for your gifts, just as you are.

"Do not move about from one house to another." So much
of the life of Jesus was about relationships. He modeled this
attitude by journeying with his disciples. Here he makes the
same recommendation to them, to remain with the same
family for their entire stay in the town. Break bread with
others. Invite them to coffee or a game night in your home.
Sharing your faith isn't just about saying the right thing, but
loving well over time.

"The dust of your town that clings to our feet, even that we
shake off." Sometimes we want to help someone, but for
whatever reason, they don't receive it well. Sometimes peo-
ple aren't interested in our efforts to invite them deeper into
faith. When rejection happens, don't carry it with you. Don't
let it over-burden your heart. Rejoice that you share in the
mission of Christ, and keep on loving the next person he
places in your path!

WHY DO WE DO THAT?
CATHOLIC TRADITIONS EXPLAINED
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EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

If you had $100 to give away, to whom would you give
it? Perhaps you would choose someone you love. How
about someone on the street at a corner stoplight? You
could really make someone's day if you gave it to them as
a tip after a modestly priced meal. There are so many
possibilities. No matter to whom you give the $100, you
are certainly being generous. No one can debate that.
Let's say you have narrowed it down to two different peo-
ple. You know both of these people, and you suspect each
person would be equally grateful. Does it make a differ-
ence who you give the money to in the end? What if [
told you that one of the individuals just got a big raise at
work, and the other person is at risk of having their water
turned off because they have been late paying their bill.
Does it make a difference now?

Discernment should always be an important part of any
good steward's way of life. If we give simply for the sake
of giving, that may not always be the best use of our gifts.
In order to gain the most fruit from the seeds we plant,
we must plant wisely. All we have been given has value,
and we need be good caretakers of it all. If you ever do
find yourself with $100 to spare, be sure to carefully con-
sider all the options and make the wiser choice. In the
meantime, pray for wisdom and reflect on how to best
use all you have been given for the sake of the Kingdom
of God. - Tracy Earl Welliver, MTS

Question: What is Lectio Divina, and how is it associat-
ed with the Benedictine Monastic tradition, whose found-
er, St. Benedict, we honor on July 11?

Answer: Benedict desired his monks to live in commu-
nity, praying the Liturgy of the Hours together, contem-
plating sacred texts, and doing manual labor. The monks
developed a technique to facilitate a spiritual and devo-
tional reading of the Bible known as Lectio Divina, the
holy reading of a text. This method encourages the reader to
hear the biblical text with an open heart and focus on whatev-
er God wants to highlight and then apply it to daily life.
There are variations on Lectio Divina, but essentially, the
technique consists of a three-step process of reflection.
When the reflection is done with a group, the responses
are shared by all the participants. Once the text is select-
ed, it is read meditatively, and the following are then ex-
plored: a word or phrase that attracts you; how and where
the content of this reading touches your life today; what
you believe that God wants you to do during this coming
week (month, year, lifetime).

Thanks to Benedict, the Christian community has been
gifted with this special way of entering into the biblical text.
This week, use the Lectio Divina process on one of the
readings for the coming Sunday and make a note of the
life connections you are making. How is this reflection on
the biblical text drawing you closer to God and others?
