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Dear Parishioners,

Let us continue to pray for our Holy Father as he recovers from a recent surgery for
diverticulitis. We often see pictures of the Pope wearing a white collar around his neck
with a cross upon it. This is called the “Pallium” and is presented to the Pope on the
Feast of Sts. Peter and Paul in June. The pallium is made from the first sheerings of a
lamb that was born in the spring. The symbolism is quite evident. Jesus is sometimes
pictured as a shepherd carrying a lamb on his shoulders. The pallium is a reminder for
the pope and cardinals also who wear the pallium to carry the wounded and weak upon
their shoulders.

Just as a new pallium is given to the Pope on the Feast of Sts. Peter and Paul it is also
given in June to new Cardinals appointed at a special Mass. Pope Francis is widely
known for his love for the poor and forgotten. Those who are on the peripheries of
society are to be met with love and welcome. As a reformer, he knows that the
church's dysfunction, financial and otherwise, scandals, abuses, and sins, are all
impediments to evangelization and wounds the faithful.

In the reading this weekend we hear about the warnings in the Old Testament to the ’I
false shepherds of Israel who did not care for the weak and disenfranchised in society. In the Gospel is the opposite picture: Jesus
looks out and had pity for the crowd for they were troubled and were like sheep without a shepherd. Metaphorically Jesus carried
the sick upon his shoulders and those burdened by life.

Pope Benedict, in a homily to priests at their ordinations said: April 24, 2005, “The human race—every one of us—is the sheep lost
in the desert which no longer knows the way . The Son of God will not let this happen. He cannot abandon humanity in so wretched
condition. He leaps to his feet and abandons the glory of heaven , in order to search for the sheep and pursue it all the way to the
cross. He is the good shepherd and lays down his life for the sheep. We are all carried by Christ. This is what the Pallium represents.
It is a reminder for us all to carry one another. This is our mission....”

Before his own ordination Pope Francis, as is required of all priests, to recite the Creed. Pope Francis penned and then wrote his own
personal Credo (creed) ... Here is an excerpt... “I believe in the goodness of others, and that | must love them without fear and
without betraying them, never seeking my own security. | believe in God’s patience, as good and welcoming as a summer’s night. |
believe in the surprise of each day, in which will be manifest love, strength, betrayal and sin, which will always be with me until that
definitive encounter with that marvelous face | do not know, which always escapes me, but which | wish to know and love.

Amen.” (from The Great Reformer, Austen Ivereigh, Henry Holt Publ., 2014)

The Holy Father knows we are all flawed and called, as the Jesuits put it... May God smile upon our efforts to be good shepherds.
