�� Qualifications for Godparents and Confirmation Sponsors �

Must be at least 16 years of age, having received the  Sacraments of     

Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation. Must be an active Catholic: someone 

who is registered in a Catholic parish, attends Mass, in a valid Catholic  

marriage, and publicly leads a life compatible with church teaching. We 

can only write letters of eligibility for  parishioners who meet these criteria. 

These requirements are the universal law of the Church, and are not

Dear Parishioners,�

     The story of the rich young man who 

came to Jesus searching for eternal life 

went away sad for he could not part from 

his many possessions.  He was invited by 

the Lord to walk in the light, but rather he 

choose his riches and comforts.   �

      During the beautiful fall days, we might 

enjoy some walks and experience the 

beauty of this season.  As the days are  

becoming shorter we can meditate on how 

important it is to walk in the Light of the Lord.  Pope Francis leaves us with this    

meditation on the brilliance of God’s love”�

     There are people � we too, very often � who cannot live in the light because they 

are accustomed to the dark.  The light blinds them, they are unable to see.  They are     

humans who are like bats, which only know how to move about at night.  We too, 

when we are in sin, are in this state: we cannot tolerate the light.  It is more          

convenient for us to live in darkness.  The light hits us in the face, it makes us see 

what we do not want to see.  What’s worse is that the eyes of the soul, the more they 

live in darkness, the more they grow accustomed to it, and become ignorant of what 

light is.  One loses a sense of light through growing more accustomed to the darkness. 

Many human scandals, so much corruption, prove this.  Those who are corrupt do not 

know what the light is, they do not know.  We too, when we are in a state of sin,    

distance ourselves from the Lord and become blind.  We feel better when we are in 

the darkness and we move about in this way, without seeing, like the blind, as best we 

can.�

      Let us allow the love of God, who sent Jesus to save us, enter into us, and may 

the light that Jesus brings (see v. 19), the light of the Spirit, enter into us and help us 

to see things with God’s light, with the true light and not the shadows that the lord of 

darkness gives us.  The question we can ask ourselves every day: “Do I walk in the 

light or do I walk in the darkness?  Am I a child of God or have I ended up like a poor 

bat?”�

     Some of the saints were so immersed in the Light that it was blinding.  This      

happened to many saints including St. Therese of Lisieux.  Out of love they endured 

the darkness which is called the Dark Night of the Soul.   St. Therese wrote:  �

     Though I suffer without Light, in this life that lasts for a day, at least I possess the 

Heavenly Life of Love.  In the way I have to walk, Lies more than one danger, but for 

love I am willing to live in exile’s Shadows.”   (from the poem, A Gloss on the Divine, 

April 30, 1896)�

     Lord let the Light of your Love shine upon us!                                     Fr. David �
