Touring a Catholic Church: the main
body of a church is referred to as the nave.
The choir is to be present at Mass in the
nave along with the entire congregation. All
should face the altar. The sanctuary is to be
a separate place in the church building. It is
where the scriptures are proclaimed, where
the priest offers the Holy sacrifice of the
Mass, and often where Jesus is reserved n
the Blessed Sacrament. (taken from
catholicculture.org) In Chapter V of the
General Instruction on the Roman Missal
published by the United States Conference
of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) we read " The
sanctuary is the place where the altar
stands, the Word of God is proclaimed and
the priest, deacon, and other needed minis-
ters exercise their functions. (295) The
schola cantorum (choir) should be posi-
tioned so that it is clearly evident that it is a
part of the assembled community of the
faithful undertaking a specific function.
(312) Song plays such an important part of
our Sunday worship that the Second Vatican
Council issued Constitution on the Liturgy
including instruction of music in the liturgy.
One cannot find anything more religious
and more joyful in sacred celebrations than
a whole congregation expressing its faith
and devotion in song. (16) Taking into ac-
count the layout of each church, the choir
should be placed in such a way that its na-
ture should be clearly apparent—namely,
that it is a part of the whole congregation
and that it fulfills a special role.

El
santuario debe ser un lugar separado en el
edificio de la iglesia. Es donde se proclaman
las escrituras, donde el sacerdote ofrece el
Santo Sacrificio de la Misa y, a menudo,
donde Jesus esta reservado en el Santisimo
Sacramento. (tomado de catholiccultu-
re.org) En el Capitulo V de la Instruccién
General sobre el Misal Romano publicado
por la Conferencia de Obispos Catdlicos de
los Estados Unidos (USCCB) leemos “El san-
tuario es el lugar donde se encuentra el al-
tar, la Palabra de Dios es proclamada y el
sacerdote, el diacono y otros ministros ne-
cesarios ejercen sus funciones. (295) La
schola cantorum (el coro) debe colocarse de
modo que sea claramente evidente que for-
ma parte de la comunidad reunida de fieles
gue desempefan una funcion especifica.
(312) El canto juega un papel tan importan-
te en nuestro culto dominical que el Concilio
Vaticano II emitio la Constitucion sobre la
Liturgia, incluida la instruccion de la musica
en la liturgia. No se puede encontrar nada
mas religioso y mas alegre en las celebra-
ciones sagradas que toda una congregacion
expresando su fe y devocidn en el canto.
(16) Teniendo en cuenta la disposicion de
cada iglesia, el coro debe colocarse de tal
manera que su naturaleza sea claramente
aparente, es decir, que sea parte de toda la
congregacion y que cumpla un papel espe-
cial.
