FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Friends in Christ,

Lent 2020 is quickly approaching and I thought it
might be helpful to review the simple themes of Lent
to help in your planning process. We plan to remove
things or add things to our daily routine so to grow in
love of God and our neighbor. So here are some basic
reminders to start thinking about Lent:

On Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, we are expected
to fast and abstain from any “red meat”. In addition,
all the Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of ab-
stinence. Thanks be to God that we have the Knights
of Columbus Fish Fry Fridays during March to help
alleviate our fasting with good food and good times.

Just some notes:

The norms for fasting are obligatory from age 18 until
age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one
full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together
are not equal to a full meal. So, one meal and 2 small
snacks is a laudable practice for these days of penance.
The norms concerning abstinence from meat are bind-
ing upon Catholics are binding from age 14 onwards.

Challenge #1 to consider in your planning for Lent is
that the fast on Good Friday could be continued until
the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night). This time is
called the “paschal fast" to honor the suffering and
death of the Lord Jesus, who had no water or food to
eat while in prison and beginning his journey to Cal-
vary. The freedom from food or certain types of food
should always lead us spiritually into sharing in the
precious blood shed for us on the Cross and given to
us in His Body and Blood by the power of the Resur-
rected Lord.
