Members do not need to at-
tend the monthly meetings, but may be part of various commit-
tees that carry out the various tasks. The following are just 
some of the services performed by Altar Society members: 

�i �� Weekly laundering of purificators and care of vestments 
and altar cloths as needed.  

�i �� Daily replacement of  votive candles, watering plants and 
flowers.  

�i �� Care of the Adoration Chapel in the Parish Center  

�i �� Purchasing of candles, hosts and wine, flowers and other 
items for decorating the church. 

�i �� Coordinating volunteers for the Holy Thursday formal   
setting of the table, for special church cleaning and church 
decorating for the seasons, as well as other requests of 
the Pastor. 

�i �� Brass cleaning includes all candles holders used in the 
church.  

�i �� The Society has three fundraisers during the year in order 
to provide financial support for the various needs relating 
to their Sanctuary duties.  They are the annual dues letter, 
the no-bake sale letter and the flower envelopes for 
Christmas and Easter.
