Calendar Year-End Giving Opportunity 
IRA ð Required Minimum Distribution 

Congress made the law permanent in 2015! So if youôre 70 1/2 or 
older, you can transfer your RMD (up to $100,000) to a charity at 
any time. The donation counts as your Required Minimum Distribu-
tion but doesnôt increase your adjusted gross income, which can be 
particularly helpful if you donôt itemize and canôt deduct charitable 
contributions. The money needs to be transferred directly from the 
IRA to the charity in order to be tax-free. If you withdraw it from the 
IRA first and then give it to the charity, you can deduct the gift as a 
charitable contribution (if you itemize), but the withdrawal will be 
included in your adjusted gross income. For more information and 
guidelines visit: https://www.irs.gov/.
