All the nations will praise you, O God!  
 

Our response to the Psalm today is ñO God, let all the 

nations praise you!ò This is a perfect theme that runs 

across our readings this Sunday. The desire of God is 

that people everywhere should be saved and that his 

love is shared by everyone. The first reading from    

Isaiah points to God accepting everyone who obeys his 

command. The prophecy was that people everywhere, 

Israelites and foreigners alike will make a joyful noise 

in the house of God. It shall no longer be the             

prerogatives of the people of Israel to offer sacrifice to 

God but even strangers who love the name of God and 

hold to his covenant are welcome. In the gospel reading 

we find a Canaanite woman asking Jesus to heal her 

daughter who was tormented by a demon. She wanted 

to benefit from the salvific mission of Jesus. The initial 

reaction of Jesus was that his mission was first to the 

people of Israel, but he later gave the woman what she 

wanted. 
 

It appeared Jesus spoke harshly to this woman by      

referring to her as a dog, using the same word used by 

other Jews to describe the Canaanites or Gentiles.     

Rather than take offence, the woman was emboldened 

to persist in faith and Jesus finally fulfilled her wish. 

She acknowledged Jesus as the Messiah, calling him by 

the title of ñSon of Davidò. Those words coming from 

an outcast, a foreigner, shows her strong faith.  
 

The early Church had some crisis about who could be 

admitted to the faith. This was very clear from the 15th 

chapter of Acts of the Apostles and before then, Peter 

struggled with the fact that non-Jews were also called to 

salvation. St. Paul was the greatest persecutor of    

Christians and when he later became one, fought for the 

Christian faith. He became the apostle to the Gentiles as 

he described himself in the second reading today. The 

message of Godôs love gradually move from being just 

for Jews to reaching the whole world. Jesus himself will 

later commission his disciples to preach to the ends of 

the earth. The vision of the Psalmist continues to be the 

mission of Christians today: O God, let all the nations 

praise you! 
 

Todayôs gospel story is not so much about Jesus healing 

the daughter of the woman, but rather the conversation 

between Jesus and the woman. It shows the tremendous 

faith of this woman. How many times have we prayed 

for something that is dear to us, and God seems to have 

ignored us or rebuffed us. Often times, we walk away 

and get angry, abandoning our prayer life or stop going 

to church. This woman of faith in the gospel did not 

walk away even when it appears she was being rebuffed 

by Jesus. We are called to persevere in our prayers and 

not to give up. 

 

Fall Festival 2017: Preparations are gearing up for 

our fall festival scheduled for Sunday October 22, 2017 

from 11 am to 6 pm. This fun-filled community event is 

also our big fund raising event for our parish and her 

ministries. We already have the fall festival chair and 

co-chair, Pauline Brown and Terry Mares working with 

other planning committee members to ensure a         

successful event. I am very grateful to these            

hardworking parishioners who are giving their time and 

resources in planning the festival. There are some of 

our volunteers who have been coordinating specific 

booths for many years. I thank them for their love for 

our parish. I also appreciate the enthusiasm of those 

who are new coordinators of some booths for being part 

of the parish success. We still need more helpers so 

please join the planning meetings as listed in the       

bulletin. The next meeting is Monday, August 21st    

followed by another on Monday, September 11th in the 

Family Life Center at 6:30 pm. The festival gets bigger 

every year with parishioners and the entire community 

having fun with games, food, music and entertainment. 

One of the highpoints of our festival is a food tasting 

from the many different nationalities and cultures that 

make our parish strong and diverse.
