Escort ill children to the health office (as required — after 8:00 AM);
Close and monitor school yard gates teacher on duty;
Two positions begin at 7:30 AM and are completed at 8:30 AM;
Two positions begin at 7:45 AM and are completed at 8:45 AM.
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Lunch Service responsibilities are as follows:
- Arrive on time and remain in service for the complete assignment;
- Assist the teacher on duty with the needs of the children;
- Observe and report to the teacher on duty any improper or dangerous behavior,
- Clean the tables before, during and after each lunch session;
- Every day your class has lunch in school, arrive at 11:15 AM (grades K through 8);
- Supervise students (as assigned) at recess and at lunch;
- Sign out and leave at 12:30 PM (grades K through 8);
- Nursery & Pre-K hours are 11:55 AM to 12:45 PM;
- Distribute pizza and water to student body (Wednesdays).

For the safety of all, younger children are not permitted to accompany you during service.
Lunch service providers must be able o climb stairs and accompany students, as necessary,
throughout the building. The use of cell phones are not permitied while you are supervising the
students. Also, please be aware that you will be assigned a class. You will not be supervising

your child’s class.
