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St. Paul has given us some excellent guidance regarding parenting
when he discussed requirements for leaders of the Church. These are
to be models for the entire Church. Leaders must be,

... irreproachable, married only once, temperate, self-controlled, decent,
hospitable, able to teach, not a drunkard, not aggressive, but gentle, not
contentious, not a lover of money. He must manage his own household
well, keeping his children under control with perfect dignity: for if a man
does not know how to manage his own household, how can he take care of the church of
God? 1 Tim 3:2-5; 12

This applies to parents, as well. “... to manage his own household well, keeping his
children under control with perfect dignity.” This is an act of love, not of anger or too
much discipline. Parents must maintain control of their children.

Parents must be good shepherds of their children. Parents are the first pastors of their
children. We have to call parents in our community to pay closer attention to their
children and manage their household well. Parents must always keep control of their
children. Parents do not let go of your end of the leash!

As our children mature they will test the discipline expected by their parents. They will tug
at the leash and challenge their parents. They may sometimes get angry and yell at their
parents. This is so normal. Most children in the teenage years will pull the leash tight,
fighting for more freedom. Parent’s, don’t let go of the leash!

Summertime is a time of relaxation and growth. Our children continue to grow. In a few
weeks all our children in school with move up to be with an older age group, with new
temptations and challenges. Who knows best what is good for our children? The
children? Or the parents?

Adolescent and teenage children will tell their parents they don’t want to go to Church.
But, how will they know Jesus and their faith if they don’t go. They will attempt to spend
more time with boy friends and girl friends. It's normal. Parents, don’t let go of the leash!

... Irreprochables, casado una sola vez, moderado, auto control, decente, hospitalario,
dispuesto a ensefiar, que no sea borracho, ni agresivo sino gentil, no contencioso, no
amante del dinero. Debe manejar bien su propia casa, manteniendo sus hijos bajo control
con perfecta dignidad: porque ¢si un hombre no sabe cémo manejar su propia casa,
como podra tener cuidado de la Iglesia de Dios? 1 Tim 3:2-5; 12

Esto aplica para los padres de familia también. “...manejar su casa bien, manteniendo
sus hijos bajo control con perfecta dignidad.” Esto es un acto de amor, no de coraje o
demasiada disciplina. Los papas deben mantener el control de sus hijos.

Los padres de familia deben ser buenos pastores. Los padres son los primeros pastores
de sus nifios. Debemos de pedirles a los padres de nuestra comunidad a poner atencién
mAas cercana a sus nifios y manejar bien su casa. Los papas siempre deben mantener
control de sus hijos. Papas jno les suelten tanto la correa!

A medida que nuestros hijos maduran se pondra a prueba la disciplina esperada de sus
padres. Ellos jalaran la correa y retaran a sus padres. Puede ser que en algunas
ocasiones se enojen y le griten a sus padres. Esto es muy normal. La mayoria de los
niflos en sus afios de adolescencia jalaran la correa buscando mas libertad. Padres, jno
les suelten tanto la correa!
