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All Masses in the Diocese of Pittsburgh Cancelled

other. At this difficult time, we especially are relying on the intercession of Mary, Mother of 

Jesus and Mother of the Church, and Saint Joseph, foster father of Jesus and Patron of the 

Universal Church,” Bishop Zubik said. 

  

Bishop Zubik is calling for a special day of prayer in the Diocese of Pittsburgh on Wednesday, 

March 25, 2020, the Feast of the Annunciation, a great feast of the Blessed Mother. More
