In this first week of our Lenten journey we’re
looking at temptation. Both Adam and Eve in
the first reading and then Jesus in the Gospel
were tempted... Adam and Eve weren’t as
successful as Jesus. The difference?

They didn’t see their FALL RISK.

Each and everyone of us are a “fall risk™—
none of us are immune or strong enough to
conquer temptation on our own. And when we
think that we ARE invincible, we're really in the
most dangerous of places!

The Lenten season begins by looking at
temptation and the fact that we are all a “fall
risk.”
