These
powerfully comforting words are often
="» Chosen as one of the readings for a

- funeral. Indeed, this personal approach
is very atfractive... but there is something we
might miss along the way.

As we heard in last week's gospel about the
sheep recognizing the voice of the shepherd,
Christ certainly calls each of us and prepares a
place for us—but that place is in communion with
the Father and with other believers. We might
get the impression that Jesus gets me my own
cabin all to myself, and nothing could be farther
from the truth. We must decide if we're o be in
the Father's house in the first place! Our
fundamental option in life is either “for"” Christ
or not. At times, faith has been presented in
such a "me and Jesus" manner as fo exclude the
rest of those He came to save. There are many
dwelling places in the Father's house. This is
about relationship, about community, ultimately it
is the Body of Christ—for which there is never
just "one" member.

Times such as these can cause us to go inward,
take care of me and my concerns, and develop a
very private, individualistic understanding of
faith. Yet the first reading from Acts 6:1-7
demonstrates that what attracted people to the
early Church was how they cared for the poor
and vulnerable. The disciples were creating
disciples by BEING disciples. What am I doing
to build up the Body of Christ these days?

We are EASTER people and ALLELUIA is our
