Ruslyn Case-Compton, the Director of Catholic
Charities for the Diocese of Lexington, will speak at all
masses August 9 and 10 about the work of the Catholic
Church in Eastern Kentucky. Her talk is part of the
Society for the Propagation of the Faith Mission Co-op
Program, which is designed to help spread the word
about Catholic missionary activities. A second collec-
tion will be taken to support not only the work being
done in Eastern Kentucky, but the work of missionaries
throughout the world.

The population throughout the Appalachian region is
less than 1% Catholic and 60% are un-churched. Fre-
quently, Catholicism is misunderstood or even met with
hostility by the local population. The parishes and out-
reach ministries in the region are dependent on finan-
cial assistance in order to remain in operation. Priests
in the area serve multiple locations and often travel 35-
40 miles over mountainous terrain to offer Sunday lit-
urgy at isolated mission parishes. Deacons and reli-
gious provide a vital element in daily parish administra-
tion and service to the poor. Ultimately, the Catholic
presence in Appalachian Kentucky would diminish
without the generous response from outside resources
who share the common mission of Christ.

Health tips: Does your skin seem to burn more quickly than it used to?

You may be sun sensitive. Photosensitivity refers to skin that essentially

overreacts to the sun. This can be caused by a seemingly unrelated diag-

nosis, or it can happen just once, after an exposure to a specific medica-
tion, compound or chemical. Reactions may involve rashes, redness, dis-
coloration, swelling, itching, hives or blisters. Because photosensitivity
has many causes that can sometimes be tricky to identify and can occa-
sionally be serious, you should always consult a dermatologist if you ex-
perience an unusual or unexpected reaction to the sun. Always check the
labels of any medication you may be taking to see if it includes a warning
to avoid the sun. A number of medications, including some antibiotics,
tricyclic antidepressants and topical retinoids, are associated with sun
sensitivity. Other culprits include conditions such as lupus, and even
some seemingly benign substances like lime juice and certain sunscreens.

If you 're trying to minimize sun exposure, Cleveland Clinic dermatologist

suggests limiting exposure during peak sun times (10 a.m. to 3 p.m.).

When you do go outside, wear sun block, a lightweight, sun-protective,

long-sleeved shirt and a wide-brimmed hat. http://
