SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT 
      In today's Gospel we hear the Parable of the  

Talents. In order to fully appreciate this parable, we need 

to know just what a talent was. A talent was a very valuable 

coin. (One commentator that I read stated that a talent was 

about $360,000 in today's money.) 

       In our Gospel a man went on a journey and entrusted his 

possessions to his servants. To one he gave five talents; to 

another he gave two talents; and to a third he gave one talent. 

Then the man left on his trip. While he was gone the one 

slave who was given the five talents traded them and made 

five more. The slave who was given the two talents also 

traded them and made two more. However, the slave who 

was given one talent did not do anything with it. When the 

man returned from his journey, he complimented the two 

slaves who doubled their number of talents by saying "Well 

done, my good and faithful servant".  However, the man was 

furious at the one who did nothing with the talent he had 

gotten. He then had that slave thrown off his property. 

      What is the point of this parable? I really think the par-

able is about faith and the judgment of God. Like the man in 

the parable, God has given us something very valuable--our 

faith-- at the time we were baptized. The question we must 

ask ourselves is what have we done with this faith since then? 

Have we worked at it so that it grew, just as the servants who 

traded their talents and doubled them? Or did we do nothing 

with it, just as the servant who did nothing with his talent? 

     Let us resolve today to work to increase our faith, so that 

when the on our judgment day, He will say to us the words 

that the man in the parable said to his industrious servants, 

Well done, my good and faithful servant."

Health tips:  To stretch or not to stretch?  The answer has been some-
what controversial in recent years.  Bottom line – Stretch, but at the 
right time! 
Stretching increases mobility and range of motion, improves blood 
flow, and loosens tight muscles that can cause back pain.  One key to 
stretching, of course, is when you choose to do it.  You can stretch 
after a 5- to 10-minute warm-up, after exercise, or any time you need 
to loosen up, so long as your muscles are not cold.  Stretching after a 
warm shower works well.  And if you sit at a desk all day, be sure to 
bend your body throughout the day.  Reach your hands over your 
head, bend over and touch your toes, roll your head around to stretch 
your neck, and put one foot on the opposite knee and bend forward 
slightly.  You can do all these stretches at your desk.  Just be sure to 
loosen up by walking for a few minutes before stretching.
