JESUS IS NOT A BULLY 

 
     Transfiguration Parish was blessed to have 

Bishop Scharfenberger here the evening of May 

5th to celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation.  

During his homily, the Bishop spoke directly to 

the candidates for confirmation, but his words 

are certainly true for each and every one of us. 

     Bishop Scharfenberger told the youth that 

they have a choice to make in their lives.  They 

can freely choose to follow Jesus as his disci-

ples, or choose not to follow Jesus.  The Bishop 

said Jesus is not a bully; he does not force us to 

follow him.  Rather, Jesus invites us to follow 

him, and grow into a deeper loving relationship 

with him. 

     I sometimes think God’s divine love for us is 

clearly manifested by how he has given us free 

will to make our own choices.  Jesus knows that 

we will sometimes make bad choices which will 

separate us from him.  Still, Jesus never stops 

loving us, and inviting us back into full com-

munion with him.  When you stop to think 

about it, the words we speak right before receiv-

ing Jesus’ body and blood in Holy Communion, 

“Lord I am not worthy,” are so very true.  It is 

only by the grace of God that we are made wor-

thy to receive him. 

     I hope that our newly fully initiated youth 

choose to follow Jesus.  I hope they see their 

confirmation as a beginning of an even deeper 

relationship with the risen Lord.  I actually wish 

that for all of us.  May we all freely choose to 

love Jesus more every day, and do all we can to 

proclaim the Gospel of the Lord to everyone we 

meet.  Jesus is not a bully; Satan is the bully 

who is always tempting us to abandon Jesus, 

and commit sin.  The most wonderful news is 

that Jesus has conquered Satan the bully once 

and for all.  Satan has no control over us thanks 

to Jesus who loves us more than we can ever 

imagine. 

     Please pray with me for all of our newly con-

firmed young adults.  May they always know 

the love of Jesus in their lives, as they begin a 

new chapter in their life long journey with the 

Lord.
