From the Desk of Deacon Chris…. 

MINISTERS OF THE ASSEMBLY 
     During his homily last week, Father Ingemie talked 

about the various ministries of service at our liturgies, 

and how every ministry helps build the kingdom of God 

here on earth.  We are blessed to have many ministries 

that help make our Masses beautiful offerings of thanks-

giving to God.  We have sacristans who help set up the 

Church for Mass, we have altar servers, ministers of hos-

pitality, ushers, lectors, music ministers, money counters, 

and extraordinary ministers of the Eucharist.  My thanks 

and appreciation go out to all of our many ministers who 

serve Transfiguration Parish so faithfully. 

     One of the phrases I have heard more than once is, “I 

don’t get anything out of Mass.”  If you have ever voiced 

these words, I have to respectfully disagree with you.  If 

you do nothing more than sit, kneel, and stand when you 

are supposed to, and then receive the body and blood of 

Jesus in Holy Communion, you have gotten a great deal 

out of Mass.  You have received God’s grace and bless-

ings, and you have received the greatest gift of all, the 

gift of Jesus himself!  But there is even more if you only 

approach Mass with a change of perspective.  Rather than 

complaining that you, “Don’t get anything out of Mass”, 

try coming to Mass with the attitude of, “What can I give 

to Mass?” 

     Even if you do not have an assigned ministry like lec-

tor, Eucharistic Minister, etc, you are still a Minister of 

the Assembly which means you play a vital role in our 

Eucharistic Celebration.  Instead of just sitting there look-

ing at your watch, try taking an active role in praying the 

Mass with the rest of the congregation.  Try reading the 

scripture readings for the Mass prior to the start of Mass.  

Reflect on the readings as you prepare to enter into the 

mystery of the Eucharist.  Try actively listening as the 

scriptures are proclaimed, and then listen carefully to the 

homily. 

     Try actually singing the songs and praying the prayers 

of the Mass.  There is nothing better than the entire con-

gregation praying, and singing God’s glory and praise, 

together!  And don’t tell me you can’t sing.  When you 

meet God face to face, and he asks you why you didn’t 

sing his praise, what are you going to say then?  God 

gave you a voice, so I say sing just like you sing in the 

shower. 

     We are all ministers of the assembly, and there are so 

many other ministries outside of the Mass that are just as 

important in building the kingdom of God.  If all you can 

do at this time is be a minister of the assembly, then I ask 

you to do it well.  Take an active role in the Mass as a 

minister of the assembly, and I believe you will no longer 

say, “I don’t get anything out of Mass.”

Health Tips:  Listen and learn: Practice mindful conversations to trans-
form your relationships and lower stress.  Are you a good listener?  If 
you’re anything like the rest of us humans, even when you’re in the 
middle of a conversation, you find your thoughts whipping around 
your mind like an Indy 500 race car.  Anything is fair game — mun-
dane thoughts about paying bills or buying dish soap, judgments about 
the person who’s talking, or ideas about what you plan to say next.  
“We are so distracted by our own internal dialogue that it becomes 
impossible to hear, really hear, what’s being said,” says Jennifer Hunter, 
LISW-S, wellness director at the Cleveland Clinic.  Bringing your aware-
ness to the present moment — also known as mindfulness — will 
transform your conversations and, ultimately, your relationships.  In-
stead of letting your mind run wild, try this technique, called listening 
in the moment: 1. Take a breather-if you can make time to prepare for 
the conversation, take five deep breaths beforehand to help you feel 
calmer and more present.  2. Look inward-Listen to your own internal 
dialogue.  What is your mind doing?  What “story thoughts” are you 
having?  Acknowledge the thoughts or emotions that are distracting 
you.  3. Let it go, let it go…and then focus: Let go of the activity in 
your mind.  Say to yourself, “I choose to be fully present to this per-
son.”
