From the Desk of Deacon Chris…. 

CAN’T SLEEP?   

TRY PRAYING 
      Do you ever have nights when you just can’t get to 

sleep?  You know you should be tired, but the things that 

are going on in your life keep running and running 

through your head, and you just cannot shut down.  Your 

mind is not like your computer.  You can’t just flip a 

switch and shut it down, even though sometimes you 

wish you could. 

     If you have nights like that, you are not alone.  It hap-

pens to me sometimes too.  Patricia tells me I should get 

up, and start reading a book.  I have tried that, but find 

that the thoughts that kept me from sleeping also keep me 

from focusing on what I am reading.  So, I find myself in 

a lose/lose situation.  I still can’t sleep, and now I have no 

idea what the twenty pages I just went through are about.  

Reading doesn’t solve the sleep issue for me. 

     You know what does work for me?  Prayer.  I begin 

saying familiar prayers in my head, usually the Our Fa-

ther, the Hail Mary, and the Glory Be.  These are prayers 

that I learned as a child; prayers that I have turned to my 

whole life.  Now I can’t offer a reasonable explanation 

for this, but through my prayers I am able to block out 

everything else that has been distracting me, and finally 

get to sleep.  I am a firm believer in the power of prayer, 

and I have to say praying to God calms my mind and al-

lows me to rest.  There are even times that I nod off mid-

prayer to which I say, “Thank God.” 

     Sometimes I don’t even recite traditional prayers at 

all.  I just give Jesus whatever is on my mind, and ask for 

his help.  I rely on Jesus to give me guidance through his 

Holy Spirit, and by giving everything to God I am able to, 

“Let Go, and Let God.”  I am able to fall asleep secure in 

my belief that Jesus is with me in all challenges that I 

might encounter. I only need to put my complete trust in 

Him. 

     So, if you find yourself facing sleepless nights, and 

you can’t find anything that will help, try turning to Jesus 

in prayer.  I hope prayer works for you.  I know it works 

for me!  Thank God.
