From the Desk of Deacon Chris...
ALL SAINTS DAY/ALL SOULS DAY

Every year the Church celebrates two very
important feast days on the first two days of No-
vember. November first is always the Solemnity
of All Saints, which is a Holy Day of Obligation
for each of us. It so happened that All Saints Day
fell on a Sunday this year, and we know that eve-
ry Sunday is a Holy Day of Obligation. In his
homily on all Saints Day, Deacon Charlie shared
with us stories of two men who were sinners, and
became great saints. Saint Matthew and Saint
Augustine were sinners just like all of us are sin-
ners, but they both reformed their lives and are
inspirations for all of us. Deacon Charlie remind-
ed us that we are all called to be saints, as mem-
bers of the Communion of Saints in the Kingdom
of God.

All Souls Day is a day of prayer for all of the
faithful departed, as we pray for all of those who
have not yet achieved sainthood, but are actually
in a state of Purgatory which we understand as a
time of purification for our sins. Over the years, |
think Purgatory has been largely misunderstood
by people who have viewed it as a time of pun-
ishment, more closely associated to hell, than to
heaven.

I think part of the misunderstanding can be
traced to our images of God before, and after,
Vatican II. | remember going to Mass before
Vatican II, and the message was often about the
dire consequences of sin. I know I had an im-
pression that my sins would invoke the anger and
wrath of God upon me, and I had a real fear of
burning in hell for all eternity for my sins.

The concept of Purgatory went along with that
image of punishment for sins. I say that because
we were often instructed to pray for the souls in
Purgatory. The instructions were to, “Pray for the
lost souls in Purgatory,” or “Pray for the poor
souls in Purgatory.” Due to the fact that the souls
in Purgatory were either lost or poor, I always
had the impression that Purgatory was not a place
I ever wanted to be. Instead, I should pray to be
found worthy of Purgatory, because being in Pur-
gatory is the divine process for sainthood.

It turns out that the souls in purgatory are not
lost or poor, and that purgatory is not a bad place,
but a place for purification and salvation. The
Catechism of the Catholic Church says this: “All
who die in God’s grace and friendship, but still
imperfectly purified, are indeed assured of their
eternal salvation; but after death they undergo
purification, so as to achieve the holiness neces-
sary to enter the joy of heaven. The Church gives
the name Purgatory to this final purification of
the elect, which is entirely different from the pun-
ishment of the damned.”
