A Letter From Father:  
 
 
Dear Parishioners: 
 
Three months have passed since we started having public Masses. It has been heartening to see more 
people returning to Mass. I hope and pray that we continue on this positive trend.  
 
The Wisconsin Catholic Bishopôs Conference issued a press release last week in which they stated that 
dioceses in the state can end the dispensation from attending Sunday Mass and Holy Days of Obligation. 
The Diocese through the office of the Bishop will end the dispensation on the 27th of September. This 
means that every Catholic is obligated to attend Sunday Mass with a few exceptions for people at a high 
risk from the pandemic or who pose a risk to themselves or their families. 
 
We are enthusiastic about the return to in-person Mass!  We need each other and we need the Eucharist!    
 
Our Mass schedule is Saturday 5:00pm, Sunday 8:00 & 10:00am, Monday-Friday 8:00am.  There will be 
no students at Monday Mass for those who are more comfortable with fewer people.  Tuesday to Friday 
there will be students attending Mass.  
 
Your parish has implemented dozens of measures to allow for a safe reopening including cleaning, sani-
tizing, social distancing, and air circulation.  We will continue to make sure that we adhere to the State 
and Diocesan guidelines.  
 
As we open, please take note of our new office hours: Monday through Friday from 9am-3pm. You can 
call 930-3392 anytime between these hours, but please if your business can be done over the phone that 
would be great.

School started last week and itôs great to have the students back. We have been joined by twenty new 
families and five new members of staff. Special thanks go to Mrs. Dana Graber, Teachers, Staff, and par-
ents for working together to make sure that St. Joeôs school is ready to welcome students for in-person 
classes.
