Dear Parish Family, 
 
In the Gospel this weekend, the disciples are 
quarreling over who among them is the 
greatest. Driven by pride, it seems, the fol-
lowers of Jesus wish to be considered first 
above the others. The Lord rebukes them 
saying, ñif anyone wishes to be first, he shall 
be the last of all and the servant of allò.  
 
In this way, Jesus speaks of the necessity of 
the virtue of humility. Humility is a virtue 
that is often misunderstood. It can be con-
sidered in false, pejorative, or even patron-
izing ways. However, in the Christian 
framework, humility is the mother of all 
virtues. All achievements of moral goodness 
and Christian charity are born from humili-
ty. 
 
Humility comes from the Latin 
word humilis meaning low which was used to 
describe a certain sort of cloud that hung low 
and flat in the sky. In the Christian sense, 
humility means to bow low before the Son of 
God, acknowledging our smallness before his 
infinite glory. 
 
Ultimately, real humility is always at the 
service of truth. The one who is humble 
acknowledges the truth of who he is and for 
what he was made. This is seen most per-
fectly in Jesus, who knows his infinite glory 
as the Word through whom all things were 
made, but who also acknowledges his mis-
sion as the Son of God, sent to redeem the 
world through the sacrifice of his life.
