Meet our new Deacon ~ Armand Auclair!

Good day, my name is Deacon Armand Maurice Auclair. I was born 64 years ago to Armand O.
Auclair and Jeannette V. (Lajoie) Auclair in the city of Woonsocket, Rhode Island. Woonsocket’s
heritage was that of a mill town with many immigrants including French-Canadians of which is my
ancestral line. I attended both Catholic and Public Grade Schools. As a child, I actively participated in the
Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts and Civil Air patrol. As a member of the St. Joseph’s Boy Scout Troop, I earned
the rank of Eagle Scout and fulfilled many leadership positions in the Troop. I graduated from
Woonsocket Senior High School in June of 1974 ranked as 83™ in a class of 432.

I attended Rhode Island College for a year and not knowing what field to enter into I left for the
world of employment.
