Our world, perhaps now more than ever, needs the prayers of those faithful to the 
sacraments, to the rosary, and to the good counsels of our Blessed Mother, as you 
are. 

Further to such devotion, Cardinal Dolan is inviting all to consecrate themselves 
to the Blessed Mother as a way of light in these dark times. This would take place on 
December 8, the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception (patronal feast day of the 
United States), using the 33-day consecration contained in the booklet 33 Days to 
Morning Glory. As mentioned at Mass this and last weekend, these booklets are 
available for those who wish to participate. The 33-day program begins on 
November 5 (Election Day), and can be done privately or in small groups. 

As mentioned during the special announcements last weekend, the time 
between Masses in the church is a time of quiet prayer, preparation, and 
thanksgiving for Mass. Many have complained about the level of noise. All 
conversations should be taken outside to the vestibule. The ushers will be enforcing 
this policy strictly. 

Please also note that there are no personal pews in the church, and it is 
therefore impolite and uncharitable to ask someone to move from where you wish to 
sit. If someone is sitting where you normally sit, simply sit somewhere else and take it 
as an opportunity to mortify yourself, to practice humility, and to make our parish a 
place of loving welcome.
