ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL

Attendance, Conduct  & Discip l ine 

 Electronic devices (cell phones, video games, iPods, tablets, etc.) have become a regular part of 

daily life. They also sometimes disrupt classrooms by making sounds or grabbing the attention of their 

owners or neighbors. Faith Formation is a time to become connected to God as well as our faith commu-

nity around us. Therefore, there will be a no electronic devices policy for all Faith Formation  students. 

This policy seeks to create a more positive environment while allowing for the necessary use of technolo-

gy that is part of our world. Please read the policy as a family: 

  a. Unless otherwise directed, students are not allowed to have any electronic devices out during 

 class time. If they do have them out, these devices will be taken away until the class is over. As a 

 way to help students and catechists stay tuned in, we ask that electronics are silenced or turned off 

 then placed in the cell phone basket in each classroom.  

 b. Students who try to hide a device under a table (to conceal using it), will be asked to turn it in.

 c. If any student has a legitimate need to use a cell phone during class time, they  should explain 

 the need to the Program Director in advance, and they may be granted permission.
