If 

you are 70 1/2 or older you are required to take a 

minimum distribution from your IRA, whether you need 

the income or not.  If you are in this situation, you can gift 

that required withdrawal to the Our Faith STO or any Catholic parish or 

school.  This IRA distribution must be given directly to the STO, parish or 

school by the financial institution managing the IRA in order to qualify.  To 

learn more visit www.ourfaithsto.org, call the Archdiocese of Dubuque at 800-

876-3546 ext.

Anointing of the Sick will be offered at Masses the Weekend of 

Nov. 2 & 3.  Who is Sacramental anointing for?  Anyone suffering 

from a serious or chronic illness or facing major surgery.  Old age 

with physical weakness may be a reason for anointing even if no 

serious illness is present.  Children may be anointed if they understand they are 

ill and can ask God for help.  Youth contending with debilitating anger, 

depression, or anxiety; emotional or psychological distress, especially if it is 

onging, are certainly reasons to approach Christ the Healer in this Sacrament.  

Anointing is not primarily for the dying.  The sacrament is meant to strengthen those 

who are facing a serious life change or challenge because of illness, and to assist 

them by providing spiritual reinforcement.  If you are not able to come forward 

please stand in your place or notify an usher.  We will also come and anoint 

those in the handicapped seating areas.

“Lord, be merciful unto me a sinner” 

Dear Friends:  

 Most of us this week are probably thinking, more about Halloween 

than about the merits of the Pharisee - with his self-assured posture up 

front vs. the Publican tax collector - humbly hidden back afar in the 

temple where they both worship.  It could even suggest the parallel that 

many who hover in the far back of our Churches might feel they are 

more unworthy servants and humbly pray from their quiet corners vs. 

those who boldly march up front to see better or be seen. 

 Yet, as we consider the bigger picture, we can appreciate that both 

have come to the temple.  They have taken a moment, as we do, from 

busy lives to pause before the one they call Lord.  And both are there to 

pray.  This too is good, wherever we choose to kneel, as our need for 

God and communion with God is the foundation of our faith. 

 But, at this point, we might ask:  “What disposition of heart brings us 

to the Lord each week?”  Might we, like the Pharisee, come because it is 

required; we hope to follow every rule in order to earn eternal life; we 

fast, tithe and hold places of honor before others who welcome our 

presence? 

 Or, do we step over the threshold of the holy of holies knowing our 

small or great sins all too well, and beg the Lord’s forgiveness once again, 

and await the mercy of God to comfort us as we begin our worship: 

“Lord have mercy; Christ have mercy.” 

 All of us, in our own way, come to the font of grace with our wounds, 

bruises, and shadows.  We give hospitality a central place as we welcome 

everyone to this table where forgiveness flows and brings hope.  

 This parable speaks loudly that the greatest sinners are always most 

welcome into God’s forgiving presence.  The tax collector was a well-

known cheat and yet, the likes of him are given a special place in the 

plan of God when they come seeking restoration.  Consider some of the 

greatest “Bad guys”:  Paul, Augustine, the adulterous woman, and the 

thief on the cross who admittedly deserved his punishment.  Humility of 

heart is the needed potion that opens us to the strength and hope of 

God that awaits us.  Each of us is welcomed like the prodigal son’s 

return.  

 As we come to worship each Sunday, as sinners today, we bring our 

prayer with us like that of the good thief:  “Lord remember me this day!”  

In so doing, we can trust that God hears our plea and call us home, to 

himself.  We can believe, like the psalmist that: “Our help is from the 

Lord who made heaven and earth.”
