On Dec. 21 of last year, you might recall the planets Saturn and
Venus were the closest they had been since the year 1226, and so
close they appeared as a single brightness in the sky. It was called
a “Christmas star” perhaps akin to what the Maji followed that
first Epiphany.

No less now than then, God reaches out to us through creation
to guide us into encounters with Christ. At the dawn of 2021,
what can we take from the Maji that will help us recognize “the
star at its rising” that God is sending you and I to direct us to
Jesus!?

One is that they were curious. They wondered enough about
this new thing on their horizon that they looked into it. This
pandemic has brought lots of new things to the horizon of our
awareness—not least of which are how deeply we are dependent
upon each other. Even as the vaccine for Covid-19 is distributed,
are we willing to look into that experience of being as vulnerable
to others as is a baby in a manger! We will find new guidance to
Christ in the poor who are always vulnerable.

The Magi were also willing to learn and let the scholars of
Scripture help them fine tune their approach to Christ. The
Formed.Org resources on our parish website offer a wealth of
helps for knowing Jesus better through prayer, Scripture, and
teaching for every age level. If you go there and enter “Epiphany
Sunday Year B” into the Search box, a 6 minute video will open
and offer a marvelous reflection for this feast day.

A third is that the Magi were willing to seek guidance. We are
called by God into deeply personal relationships with the Father,
Son and Holy Spirit. God however has promised His presence
particularly in the Church. The Church still draws on our
shared history of God’s walk with us, and Christ’s promised
inspiration of the Holy Spirit, to help us understand God’s
guidance. We look forward to a return to encountering Christ in
the physicality of the Sacraments, service together and celebrating
the Mass. Are you praying for a renewed and deeper desire for
being Church, and gathering again once we freely can?

Stars are not the only, nor usual way God calls to us from His
creation. Let’s start scanning the horizon of our lives as 2021
begins.
