As [ write this, our hope is that you are reading it on a weekend
of great weather that allowed us to have our 10 am Mass
outdoors. We are looking forward to that Mass and the picnic
that will unfold around it. Hopefully a great many of us
participated and enjoyed it all immensely!

There are any number of reasons to celebrate Mass outdoors on
occasion. For some, the out-of-ordinary setting is enough to help
experience other “ordinary” aspects of the Mass in a more
engaging way (of course, Christ giving us His flesh and blood can
never really be “ordinary”!) For others, the children being able to
roam allows parents to give a bit more attention to the Mass.
Still others find the “cathedral of the outdoors” makes the
Eucharistic miracle easier to believe.

For myself, the challenges to participation—sound, weather
worries, etc.,—outweigh any advantages to be gained. On a nice
day it is beautiful outdoors. But it is beautiful inside churches—St.
Columbkille in particular—and not only visually. There is a
profound beauty in gathering where generations have come with
their joys and sorrows, successes and failures, and together
offered their lives back to God, as God gives Himself again to us.
[ want to be in that space where all of that encounter with Christ
and conversion of heart has happened, as I ask that it happens to
me today.

That is why the Church asks that weddings happen in Church.
In the years to come, marriage will bring spouses more joyful
moments when being in the park or on the beach as well as at
Church, will be the place to be and gather. But the challenges of
life and two-becoming-one will also at times make the park or
beach the last place you feel like being with one’s spouse. On
those days—beneath the Cross of Jesus, and at the Altar where the
source of healing, and self-giving Love is available to us, gathered
with others who are also finding strength to love like Jesus there—
in Church will still be the place to be.

The gift [ find in Mass outside is that it reminds us that what
happens in Church, at Mass, is not meant to stay there. Every
Mass concludes with being sent out in the world, empowered for
Christlike action by our encounter with Christ in the flesh. Mass
outside proclaims that our week starts on Sunday. This
weekend, our week begins where it is to end, out in the world,
glorifying the Lord with our lives. Enjoy Mass, and the picnic
that starts it off!
