Gospel Meditation

Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

This Sunday’s gospel contrasts two
different religious attitudes. First,
the self-righteous Pharisee. Here is
a man who seems to impeccably
follow the law. In some terms, he
is the model citizen! Honest,
fiscally generous, and faithful to
his marriage vows. But something
else lurks in his heart: pride. “O
God, | thank you that | am not like the rest of humanity...or
even like this tax collector.” For the Pharisee, no fault can be
admitted. The only way to stay on top is to preserve one’s
image — even to God, it seems! — and point out the flaws of
others from the pedestal.
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In the back of the temple, hidden and bowed down, is the tax
collector. “O God, by merciful to me a sinner.” This man’s
prayer is one of supplication and petition. He isn’t afraid to
express his sinfulness and misery. This, Jesus says, is the one
who “went home justified.” How many times have we heard
the mission of Jesus to seek and save the lost? Jesus is the one

who dines with sinners and invites every heart to repentance.
But how can we return to him if we don’t know we've left?
How can we receive God’s grace when we're adamant we
don’t need it?

We all have within us both the Pharisee and the tax collector.
We want to be sure of ourselves and to be admired in the eyes
of others. Yet we also know that we are not always what we
wish to present to others. We can be preoccupied with our
self-image and feel anxious about our flaws being exposed.
Because we do have flaws, after all. We are the sinner in need
of mercy. This Sunday, will we humble ourselves enough to ask
for it?

And from Our ®astor. ..

Dear Parishioners and Friends:

As part of the Parable of the Last Judgment found in Matthew
(25: 31-46), Jesus makes it very clear that the criteria for entering
eternal life include the following: “Come, you who are blessed by
my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world. For | was hungry and you gave me food, |
was thirsty and you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed
me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison
and you visited me” (25: 34-36). In this statement, Jesus doesn’t
ask us to do anything heroic or beyond our reach. He doesn’t tell
us how much we should give, leaving that to each individual
conscience and situation. Do not lose sight of the fact, however,
that we are called to be generous to the poor, the stranger, the
sick, and the imprisoned. Each of us must do our part in alleviating
the plight of the vulnerable and poor.

On October 17, we as parishes received local recognition for
our efforts to date. At the annual BROC meeting, | accepted on
your behalf the BROC 2019 Community Action Award, “in
recognition of [our] outstanding efforts to improve the lives of our
neighbors in need and the most vulnerable living in poverty” as
the plaque states. In his description, Tom Donahue, CEO of BROC,
stated the following: “Last year the parishioners collected and
transported over 6,000 pounds of food and made monetary
donations [to the Stuff-A-Bus effort]. Their volunteers delivered it
all to The Bus on location the Saturday morning of the event in
downtown. The parishes are already organizing for food collection
weekends for Stuff-A-Bus 2019 happening in November. In
addition this year Christ The King and St. Patrick’s joined our
Sponsor A Shelf Campaign which raised over a thousand items
needed for the BROC Community Food Shelf.

This campaign focused specifically on tuna fish, oatmeal, and
soup. IHM runs a monthly collection for the Community Cupboard.
This year, the three parishes started their first ever Pampers to Pre-
School Drive which again benefitted local low income families in
need at BROC Community Action and the at the Rutland
Community Cupboard. Through their generosity the parishes
provided in excess of a $3,000 value in baby necessities.”

Next weekend, we kick off this year’s Stuff-A-Bus campaign.
We will collect food and money over the next two weekends.
Elsewhere in this bulletin you will find items of food that are
needed for this effort. As we enter this campaign, | ask you to
prayerfully consider your family’s donation to this cause. Jesus
wants us to give generously, from the heart. | have no idea what it
feels like to go hungry due to poverty. But many in Rutland do. And
they live down the street from us. Some of them may be in your
own families, or relatives, friends, or maybe even you.

God is giving you a chance to do something big to help hunger.
Last year we stuffed an entire bus with items from our parishes.
Let’s stuff two buses this year! There’s no reason why we can’t
make that happen, if everyone participates and remembers what
Jesus taught and wants of them.

According to Matthew 25, eternal life depends on how we’ve

reached out to the poor and suffering among us. This is your
chance!
