St Francis, who founded the Catholic 
Churchôs      Franciscan order, lived in 
Italy during the late 12th and 13th  
centuries. He is remembered for his 
generosity to the poor and his         
willingness to minister to the lepers. 
He is remembered for his love for    
animals and         nature.  St Francis 
died at Portiuncula, Italy on             

October 4, 1226. 

Pope Gregory IX pronounced St Francis a saint in 
1228. The pope also laid the foundation stone for the 
Basilica of St Francis in Assisi, Italy. The church, also 
known as Basilica of San Francesco d'Assisi, is a 
UNESCO world heritage site. During this Year of St. Joseph, 

each of us can find in him ñan      
intercessor, a support and a guide in 
times of troubleò (PC, Intro).      
Joseph shows us how to say ñyesò 
to life, despite our own fears,     
frailties, and     weaknesses. For it 
is Joseph who was ñchosen by God 
to guide the beginnings of the     
history of redemption. He was the 
true ómiracleô by which God saves 
the child and his motherò (PC 5).
