ORDINARY TIME:  Apart from those seasons hav-
ing their own distinctive character, there remain in the 
yearly cycle those weeks (33 or 34) that do not cele-
brate a specific mystery of Christ. Rather, especially 
on Sundays, they are devoted to the mystery of Christ 
in all its fullness. This period is known as Ordinary 
Time (General Norms 43). Ordinary Time began on 
Tuesday 09 January and continues through Tuesday 13 
February, the day before Ash Wednesday and the be-
ginning of the Lenten Season. It will resume when the 
Easter Season ends, on Monday 21 May, the day fol-
lowing Pentecost.  

INCLEMENT WEATHER: Parishioners are not 
obliged to physically attend Sunday Mass if dangerous 
travel or road conditions exist. Those who cannot safe-
ly attend Mass in person are encouraged to watch the 
Sunday TV Mass, which airs at 10:30 a.m. on CW50. 
Liturgy on Sundays and on Holy Days of Obliga-
tion, including their vigils, is not cancelled because 
of weather. Weekday liturgy is held if there is a delay 
in the opening of schools. If schools are closed, there 
is no daily liturgy.  
 

IN/OUT OF FLU SEASON: No one is ever under an 
obligation to shake hands during the Sign of Peace (a 
statement of peace, bow or other gesture is appropri-
ate) or to receive from the chalice. Christ is fully pre-
sent in each species when the bread and wine have 
been consecrated into His Body and Blood. Anyone 
who is ill, or suspects he or she is ill, should refrain 
from receiving from the chalice out of goodwill. Also, 
he or she may wish to receive the host in the hand ra-
ther than by mouth. Common sense dictates that you 
remain at home, if feeling unwell.  
  
CHRISTMAS CRECHE:   The Christmas Season in 
the Roman Catholic Church once extended from 24 
December, Christmas Eve, through the Feast of the

DOVE OF PEACE:  The classic representation of 
the Holy Spirit, mounted on the rear wall of the 
church, is inspired by Bernini’s window in St. Peter’s 
Basilica.  The top four short starburst rays symbolize 
the four evangelists, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John 
as well as the four cardinal virtues, Prudence, Justice, 
Fortitude and Temperance. The six bottom starburst 
rays represent the six days of creation as well as the 
divine attributes of Power, Majesty, Wisdom, Love, 
Mercy and Justice.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION:  Following the 
policy of Donald Cardinal Wuerl, the Sacramental  
Programs for Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist and 
Penance are parish and family based.  For youth, Con-
firmation is  a three-year program that begins in the 
sixth grade; Eucharist/Penance is a two-year program  

that begins in the first grade.  Throughout this period 
of preparation, children are to be participating in a for-
mal religious education program in our parish or in a 
Catholic school.
