(5) Bishop 
Deeley has announced sad news concerning the Sisters Adorers of the Precious Blood. 
For over 80 years, these members of a contemplative religious order have made their 
home at a monastery on State Street in Portland.

Because only two sisters remain, they will leave Portland to join with another monas-
tery in Manchester, NH. For many years, these sisters have distributed a daily calendar 
inviting prayer for individual priests serving in Maine which we publish in our bulletin 
as The Apostolate of Prayer for Priests; the Sisters of the Community of the Resurrec-
tion have agreed to continue this apostolate. All are welcome to join Bishop Deeley in 
honoring and thanking the sisters for their decades of prayerful ministry in Maine at a 
special Mass on Thursday, October 4 ï the anniversary of their arrival in 1934 -- 2 pm 
at the Cathedral. (6) The final Mass of the season at St. Brendan in Biddeford Pool 
will be celebrated next Saturday, October 6, at 5:30 pm. (7) The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) has named St. James School the recipient of the Silver Award in 
the HealthierUS School Challenge: Smarter Lunchrooms competition. ñSt. James joins 
a select group of only about 7% of schools throughout the U.S. that are certified at this 
HealthierUS level,ò said Kurt Messner, the regional administrator for the USDA.
