HOLY WEEK 2020 ǀ THE SACRED TRIDUUM�
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From the Parish Desk�

(1) Assignment of Priests: Bishop Deeley an-

nounced last weekend that Fr. Frank Murray, 

pastor of the Bangor cluster of parishes, is retiring 

on August 1. He will be succeeded by Msgr. An-

drew Dubois, who in turn, will be succeeded by 

Msgr. Marc Caron. Currently, Msgr. Dubois serves as Vicar Gen-

eral of the diocese and Moderator of the Curia. Msgr. Caron cur-

rently is a professor of theology and a member of the formation 

faculty at St. John’s Seminary in Brighton, MA. (2) Confessions/

Sacrament of Reconciliation: It is the consistent teaching and 

practice of the Church (cf. Catechism of the Catholic Church, 

paragraph no. 1452) that when it is impossible to receive sacra-

mental absolution, a penitent should offer a perfect act of contri-

tion (that is, for the love of God above all else). “Such contrition 

remits venial sins; it also obtains forgiveness of mortal sins if it 

includes the firm resolution to have recourse to sacramental con-

fession as soon as possible” (cf. Council of Trent, 1551). Even so, 

we are offering opportunities for parishioners to receive this sac-

rament. (3) I remind everyone that the bishop has dispensed 

Catholics from the Sunday obligation to attend Mass during 

this time. As a result of the danger associated with the corona-

virus, the Holy Week ceremonies are abbreviated as directed by 

the bishop’s office. Today, we celebrate Palm Sunday of the 

Passion of the Lord, but the usual entrance rites including the 

first Gospel and the blessing and distribution of palms is omitted. 

More information is printed about Holy Week at the bottom of 

this page. (4) While we continue to live�stream Masses, the re-

sults are not perfect. From the start, we never had all the profes-

sional equipment we needed, and we must compete with everyone 

trying to access the internet at the time we broadcast the ceremo-

nies. Everyone’s best access is to watch a recording on our parish 

website, usually posted about an hour after the live�stream. We 

are privately offering all the Masses indicated in our schedule and 

offering the requested intentions but obviously not at the locations 

indicated. Many were requested some time ago and I want to reas-

sure those who requested them that we are honoring their requests 

on the date selected. (5) I urge all parishioners to participate as 

fully as possible in the liturgies of Holy Week, especially those 

of the Sacred Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter 

Vigil). We join with believers all over the world who celebrate 

God’s merciful love as revealed in the suffering, death and resur-

rection of Jesus Christ. During the week ahead, raise up in prayer 

those who are completing preparation for the sacraments of initia-

tion. We who have had close contact with them see wonderful 

things happening in their lives and how the Lord continues to tug 

at the hearts of people in our community in often surprising 

ways! Our candidates are understandably disappointed that their 

entrance into the Church is temporarily postponed. (6) Holy 

Thursday Mass will be live�streamed and recorded beginning at 

7pm. The Good Friday service also will be live�streamed and 

recorded at 3pm; the preferred time of day for this ceremony. We 

will concelebrate the Easter Vigil on Saturday at 8pm which is 

the earliest we can begin this nighttime ceremony in Maine this 

year. We can live�stream but not record it for later viewing. 

We will live�stream and record for our website a concelebrated 

Easter Sunday Mass at 9am. (7) As we near the conclusion of 

Lent 2020, here is a blast from the past on prayer: “Of old, pray-

er was able to rescue from fire and beasts and hunger, even be-

fore it received its perfection from Christ… In the past prayer 

was able to bring down punishment, rout armies, withhold the 

blessing of rain. Now, however, the prayer of the just turns aside 

the whole anger of God, keeps vigil for its enemies, pleads for 

persecutors… Its only art is to call back the souls of the dead 

from the very journey of death, to give strength to the weak, to 

heal the sick, to exorcise the possessed, to open prison cells, to 

free the innocent from their chains. Prayer cleanses from sin, 

drives away temptations, stamps out persecutions, comforts the 

fainthearted, gives new strength to the courageous, brings travel-

ers safely home, calms the waves, confounds robbers, feeds the 

poor, overrules the rich, lifts up the fallen, support those who are 

falling, sustains those who stand firm” (From the treatise On 

Prayer by Tertullian, born about 160 A.D.). (8) Thank You of 

the Week: To the public servants in our community who work to 

keep all of us safe during such a troubling time, including medi-

cal personnel, first responders, and those who make possible ac-

cess to food and other necessities when socializing is so restrict-

ed. Thank you! �

GOSPEL MEDITATION�

April 5 ǀ 202 ǀ Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord�

 �

Human beings are united in their suffering. When we find ourselves 

in a painful moment, our first reaction is “why me?” as if we are the 

only person on earth who ever encountered this challenge. Going 

through life with a “why me” attitude only finds us wallowing in the 

mire of self�pity and never seizing opportunities or graces. We walk 

in solidarity with every human being in the experience of suffering. 

Believing that the goal of life is the elimination or avoidance of suf-

fering is simply an illusion that keeps us entrenched in a collective 

myth. This myth distorts us and limits us.�

�

There are living witnesses among us showing how courage and deter-

mination can overcome any degree of hardship, pain, loss, or tragedy. 

Folks finding the normalcy of their lives suddenly torn asunder are 

faced with options: opportunity or despair, stay or leave. Jesus stands 

before us as the prime example of endurance and perseverance. He is 

the One who showed humility through both the triumphs of life (by 

learning to be humble) and the tragedies and injustices (by learning 

how to be obedient). To secular ears, this may be perceived as non-

sense. But to those with the eyes of faith, they are pearls of great 

price.�

�

True humility tempers the temptation we have to become complacent 

and prevents an excessive relishing of life’s successes and affirma-

tions. Learning obedience keeps us faithful to our relationship with 

God so that we can find the courage to endure any depth of hardship, 

disappointment, betrayal, or agony. While we may want our cup of 

suffering to be taken away, it simply cannot be. Somehow and some-

where in the seemingly opposing experiences life can deal us, God is 

present with His reassuring, compassionate, empowering, and perse-

vering love. To be true to who we are and who God is, we must take 

up the cross of suffering, even when it’s the hardest and most appar-

ently senseless thing to do.�

�

Only our soul can understand these things, but our minds cannot, so 

they continue to run to secular ideas and solutions to pain and hard-

ship. It goes without saying that we need to do all we can to elimi-

nate as much senseless, unjust suffering as possible. Hunger, vio-

lence, abuse, exploitation, rejection, prejudice, homelessness, disre-

spect for life, and a whole host of other sins all result in suffering that 

is within our control. Then, when we face the uncontrollable kind of 

suffering or find ourselves the victim of injustice, what do we do?�
