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From the Parish Desk

On behalf of the entire parish, let us welcome our new pastor, Fr.
Timothy Nadeau. Fr. Nadeau is coming to us from Stella Maris Par-
ish in Bucksport, St. Joseph Parish in Ellsworth, and Parish of the
Transfiguration of the Lord in Bar Harbor. A native of Caribou, Fr.
Nadeau earned a bachelor’s degree in sociology from the University
of Southern Maine and completed his
clerical studies at The Catholic Uni-
versity of America in Washington,
D.C. On May 18, 1991, he was or-
dained to the priesthood at Holy Ro-
sary Church in Caribou. Fr. Nadeau’s
first assignment was as a parochial
vicar at Holy Family Parish in Lewis-
ton, where he served until being
named pastor of St. Ann Parish on
Indian Island in June of 1995. In July
of 1996, in addition to his duties at St.
Ann, he was appointed pastor of St.
Mary Parish in Orono. In June of
1997, Fr. Nadeau was named pastor of
St. Ann Parish in Bradley while continuing as pastor of St. Ann on
Indian Island. In June of 2000, Fr. Nadeau was named pastor, in soli-
dum with Fr. Claude Albert, of St. Ignatius Parish and Holy Family
Parish, both in Sanford, and Notre Dame Parish in Springvale (the
three churches now comprise St. Thérese of Lisieux Parish in San-
ford). In June of 2008, Fr. Nadeau was appointed administrator of St.
Paul the Apostle Parish in Bangor and, in May of 2010, he became
pastor of the parish where he served until his appointment as pastor
of Prince of Peace Parish in Lewiston in July of 2016. In May of
2017, in addition to his duties at Prince of Peace, Fr. Nadeau was also
appointed pastor of Holy Trinity Parish in Lisbon Falls and Our Lady
of the Rosary Parish in Sabattus.

Msgr. Mathieu would like to extend his gratitude to all of Good
Shepherd Parish. A small gathering of the staff took place on July 24
where he was honored and thanked for his many years of service to
Good Shepherd Parish and the Diocese of Portland. To show our
gratitude to him, five icons of the Good Shepherd were purchased
with the intention of displaying them in all of our parish churches to
symbolize our coming together as a unified parish. On each of the

images, they will bear a marker which will read, “In honor of Msgr.
Rene Mathieu, the st pastor of Good Shepherd Parish.” He was visi-
bly moved and mentioned to all gathered that this had been a hope to
have something like this in our parish churches to commemorate the
hard work of everyone in getting Good Shepherd parish on solid
ground for the years ahead.

$49.40.

* Credit, Debit Card Transactions: Fee is 3.25%, calculated as
follows: A $50 donation will include a 3.25% transaction fee and
amount to a charge of $1.63.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

August 2 | Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Many people in our world are hungry and thirsty. This hunger and
thirst go well beyond physical needs for food, security, and shelter.
Many are emotionally and spiritually parched, too. Behind every act
of violence is a soul who hungers. People live with relationships that
actually starve them. They are abused, exploited, disrespected,
laughed at, and marginalized. There is a lot of confusion and inner
pain that needs to be acknowledged and expressed. We all long to be
understood and loved, even when our inner demons or who I am
make it difficult to be. Do you live with inner confusion and pain?
Folks often wander through life without any real direction or purpose
and take their cues from what seems satisfying or popular at the mo-
ment. The deeper dots of our lives can easily remain unconnected,
and we can find ourselves without grounding, purpose, or real happi-
ness. Life becomes shallow and without real purpose as we hunger
and thirst for an ultimate love.

It’s easier to see the physical hungers and thirsts. We try to respond
to these as best we can. Much more needs to be done. With all that

God’s earth can provide, nobody ought to face sleep at night with a
belly that’s empty. It’s sinful. It’s unjust. But isn’t all hunger unjust?
It doesn’t need to be, and it should not be. Just as no one ought to be
physically hungry and thirsty, there is really no need to be emotional-
ly or spiritually deficient either. If we have more privileges at our
fingertips, it is easier to try to satisfy our emotional and spiritual hun-
gers and thirst by acting on impulse or self-indulgence, carelessly
following passions, or by seeking self-destructive ways to dull the
ache of emptiness.

Folks need to know where to look for nourishment and need the right
friends to help them find it. We may not think that we have enough to
respond to and to satisfy all of the needs, but we do. It doesn’t take
much. Five loaves and two fish provided for a huge crowd. With
God, all things are possible. Our faith provides the direction for
where God’s children must go to find the nourishment they seek. It
also tells us how to structure life so that justice and equity can be a
reality for all. It also tells us how to respond to pain, sinfulness, and
confusion. Come to the water and then help another get there.
