St. Mark Ji Tianxiang

St. Mark Ji Tianxiang was an opium addict. Not had been an opium
addict. He was an opium addict at the time of his death.

For years, Ji was a respectable Christian, raised in a Christian fami-
ly in 19th-century China. He was a leader in the Christian communi-
ty, a well-off doctor who served the poor for free. But he became ill
with a violent stomach ailment and treated himself with opium. It
was a perfectly reasonable thing to do, but Ji soon became addicted
to the drug, an addiction that was considered shameful and gravely
scandalous.

As his circumstances deteriorated, Ji continued to fight his addic-
tion. He went frequently to confession, refusing to embrace this af-
fliction that had taken control of him. Unfortunately, the priest to
whom he confessed (along with nearly everybody in the
19th century) didn’t understand addiction as a disease. Since Ji kept
confessing the same sin, the priest thought, that was evidence that he
had no firm purpose of amendment, no desire to do better.

Without resolve to repent and sin no more, confession is invalid.
After a few years, Ji’s confessor told him to stop coming back until
he could fulfill the requirements for confession. For some, this might
have been an invitation to leave the Church in anger or shame, but
for all his fallenness, Ji knew himself to be loved by the Father and
by the Church. He knew that the Lord wanted his heart, even if he
couldn’t manage to give over his life. He couldn’t stay sober, but he
could keep showing up.

And show up he did, for 30 years. For 30 years, he was unable to
receive the sacraments. And for 30 years he prayed that he would die

a martyr. It seemed to Ji that the only way he could be saved was
through a martyr’s crown.

In 1900, when the Boxer Rebels began to turn against foreigners
and Christians, Ji got his chance. He was rounded up with dozens of
other Christians, including his son, six grandchilden, and two daugh-
ters-in-law. Many of those imprisoned with him were likely disgust-
ed by his presence there among them, this man who couldn’t go a
day without a hit. Surely he would be the first to deny the Lord.

But while Ji was never able to beat his addiction, he was, in the end,
flooded with the grace of final perseverance. No threat could shake
him, no torture make him waver. He was determined to follow the
Lord who had never abandoned him.

As Ji and his family were dragged to prison to await their execu-
tion, his grandson looked fearfully at him. “Grandpa, where are we
going?” he asked. “We’re going home,” came the answer.

Ji begged his captors to kill him last so that none of his family
would have to die alone. He stood beside all nine of them as they
were beheaded. In the end, he went to his death singing the Litany of
the Blessed Virgin Mary. And though he had been away from the
sacraments for decades, he is a canonized saint.

St. Mark Ji Tianxiang is a beautiful witness to the grace of God
constantly at work in the most hidden ways, to God’s ability to make
great saints of the most unlikely among us, and to the grace poured
out on those who remain faithful when it seems even the Church
herself is driving them away.

July 9 is the feast of St. Mark Ji Tianxiang. Let’s ask his interces-
sion for all addicts and for all those who are unable to receive the
sacraments, that they may have the courage to be faithful to the
Church and that they may always grow in their love for and trust in
the Lord. St. Mark Ji Tianxiang, pray for us!

All Catholic Schools make fall reopening plan

As announced in June, Maine Catholic Schools will open for in-
school learning for the 2020-21 school year with a full day schedule,
five days a week. A virtual learning option will also be provided to
families not yet comfortable with sending their children for in-school
learning.

“Classrooms and facilities have been and continue to be modified to
comply with the latest CDC guidelines,” said Marianne Pelletier,
superintendent of Maine Catholic Schools. “Additional cleaning sup-
plies will be available and extra staff has been hired to help ensure
that our health protocols and processes keep school environments as
healthy and safe as possible for students and staff alike.”

The reopening plan is available to view in its entirety
at www.portlanddiocese.org/response-coronavirus. The plan includes
a description of how a continuity of instruction will be maintained,
how students and staff will be kept healthy, how communication
plans have been enhanced, and how flexibility to meet the needs of
students and families will be provided. In addition, it answers ques-
tions regarding new protocols for common use items and shared are-
as, physical distancing, screening and symptom checking, and other
proper health and hygiene practices that will be employed.

“The protocols we have in place allow for flexibility as we move
forward,” said Pelletier. “We anticipate that the COVID-19 pandemic
will continue to impact our schools through the 2021-22 academic
year. We are focused on keeping our school communities safe and
flourishing, regardless of the level our state is in during the pandem-
ic.”

The schools overseen by the Office of Maine Catholic Schools are
All Saints School (St. John Campus/St. Mary Campus) in Bangor,
Holy Cross School in South Portland, St. Brigid School in Portland,

Saint Dominic Academy in Auburn and Lewiston, St. James School
in Biddeford, St. John’s Catholic School in Brunswick, St. Michael
School in Augusta, and St. Thomas School in Sanford.

In March, Catholic schools, along with all public schools across
Maine, closed their doors due to the pandemic. Two days later, Cath-
olic schools in Maine successfully opened their virtual doors, provid-
ing a high-quality, distance learning program for all of their students
across the state, efforts that were lauded by both school families and
the wider community.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

August 9 | Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Be still and know that I am God. Silence is sacred. Silence speaks the
language of the soul and is the foundation of all life and eternity it-
self. Silence takes us beyond the limits of our minds and allows us to
seek and to love the essence of all love, perfect love, and being. In
silence, we can be non-verbally present to things and to God in ways
that words cannot accomplish. We can discover, encounter, and be
present to truths that our minds struggle to conceive and then set
aside the boxes we put around things when comprehending them is
challenging. We can know the unknowable and touch eternity when
we encounter the core silence in our souls.

We can do this even on a noisy street and in the midst of the greatest
distraction. Once we have made friends with silence, the rambling
noise of the world no longer seems to matter, and we can carry a
deep forgiving peace within us, even when physical silence cannot
be found. We know that we are loved, cared for, sustained, nour-
ished, embraced, and carried. There is nothing to fear in silence, and
I can be present to myself in the same way that God is present to me.

I can see myself as God sees me. All of my faults, weaknesses, im-
perfections, failings, and sinfulness melt away in the abundance of
God’s mercy. All of the worldly things we see as being important no
longer are.

It is in silence that all of the barriers that divide us disappear. There is
no more “yours” and “mine” but only the oneness of “ours.” There is
no longer a need to “figure things out,” and we tap into our desire to
simply let things be. Silence is creative and powerful and gives us
hope. Silence is God’s greatest blessing. God became one with hu-
manity in silence. It allows us to be one with all of creation, with the
moon and the stars and all of the creatures God has made. The small-
est particle of creation radiates with beauty. Silence allows us to soar
beyond ourselves and connect in ways that the mind can only imag-
ine. When all is quiet, we begin to see that it is only our fear that
keeps us from the Lord. It is our fear that causes us to sink and to
fail. We can hear the gentle whisper that tells us to reach for God’s
hand. We discover that we yearn for the salvation and wholeness that
only God can give to us. Be still my soul and be at peace.
