The Legless Man

On my way to an appointment I noticed a homeless, middle 
aged, legless man racing across the street in his wheelchair. I 
slightly helped him on the sidewalk - honestly he was so pow-
erfully strong, I donõt think he needed my help, and was about 
to pass him by when he loudly said, òCan you get me some-
thing to eat?ó I yelled as I kept walking, òI have no money on 
meó, what he said next stopped me dead in my tracks. òI donõt 
want any money; I just want something to eat!ó In all my years 
of working downtown, no one has ever responded to me in 
such a manor. I headed back towards him and asked, òWhat 
would you like to eat?ó he suggested the Tai restaurant right 
next to us so I wheeled him in. He blurted out that he wanted 
Mongolian Beef; do they have Mongolian Beef here? I was 
a bit amused as the waitresses quickly handed me a menu - 
nope no Mongolian Beef. He said, òLetõs go somewhere 
else!ó I wheeled him out and was now getting a little agitated, 
but decided to focus on him as we headed toward Main 
Street. I asked him what his name was. He told me Scott, so 
I gently asked him what happened to his legs. He said it was 
diabetes and other health issues. I began to feel compassion 
for Scott, and now decided I would just focus on him and his 
needs. He finally chose a nice restaurant on Main Street. 
He ordered some fancy burger, sweet potato fries, and a 
diet coke. I paid the bill and wheeled him over to his table, 
and leaned over to him and asked him if he knew Jesus in a 
personal way. He said òyes I doó! I said good, and also told 
him that God loved him very much, and again he responded òI 
know He does.ó I quickly said goodbye to Scott as I headed 
to my appointment across the street. Actually my appoint-
ment was with Jesus at Holy Cross chapel, where I stop by 
and have some quiet time with Him. But how could I show up 
and pray if I ignored Godõs basic gospel message? That 
message is to love extravagantly. While in the chapel I 
thanked God for Scott, and the opportunity to serve him. 
All it took was a mere 10 minutes - topõs to make him feel 
special, and that he mattered. Mark 10:44-45 òwhoever 
wants to be first among you must be the slave of everyone 
else. For even the Son of man came not to be served, but to 
serve others, and to give his life as a ransom for many. ò
