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St. Francis de Sales  
(August 21, 1567 - December 28, 1562)  
 
Francis was destined by his father to be a 
lawyer so that the young man could eventu-
ally take his elderôs place as a senator from 
the province of Savoy in France. For this 
reason Francis was sent to Padua to study law. After receiving 
his doctorate, he returned home and, in due time, told his parents 
he wished to enter the priesthood. His  father strongly opposed 
Francis in this, and only after much  patient persuasiveness on 
the part of the gentle Francis did his father finally consent.  
Francis was ordained and elected provost of the Diocese of    
Geneva, then a center for the Calvinists. Francis set out to            
convert them, especially in the district of Chablais. By preaching 
and distributing the little pamphlets he wrote to explain true 
Catholic doctrine, he had remarkable success.                                                                                                                     
At 35, he became bishop of Geneva. While administering his 
diocese he continued to preach, hear confessions, and catechize 
the children. His gentle character was a great asset in winning 
souls. He practiced his own axiom, ñA spoonful of honey       
attracts more flies than a barrelful of vinegar.ò                                                                                                   
Besides his two well-known books, the Introduction to the                 
Devout Life and A Treatise on the Love of God, he wrote many 
pamphlets and carried on a vast correspondence. For his           
writings, he has been named patron of the Catholic Press. His     
writings, filled with his characteristic gentle spirit, are addressed 
to lay people. He wants to make them understand that they too 
are called to be saints. As he wrote in The Introduction to the 
Devout Life: ñIt is an error, or rather a heresy, to say devotion is 
incompatible with the life of a soldier, a tradesman, a prince, or 
a married womané. It has happened that many have lost      
perfection in the desert who had preserved it in the world.ò                                    
In spite of his busy and comparatively short life, he had time to 
collaborate with another saint, Jane Frances de Chantal, in the 
work of establishing the Sisters of the Visitation. These women 
were to practice the virtues exemplified in Maryôs visit to            
Elizabeth: humility, piety, and mutual charity. They at first en-
gaged to a limited degree in works of mercy for the poor and the 
sick. Today, while some communities conduct schools, others 
live a strictly contemplative life.                                                                                                                                              
Reflection: Francis de Sales took seriously the words of Christ, 
ñLearn of me for I am meek and humble of heart.ò As he said 
himself, it took him 20 years to conquer his quick temper, but no 
one ever suspected he had such a problem, so overflowing with 
good nature and kindness was his usual manner of acting. His 
perennial meekness and sunny disposition won for him the title 
of ñGentleman Saint.ò

JESÚS COMENZÓ SUS SIGNOS  

San Juan 2,1-11.- 1. La Vida P¼blica de Jesucristo.- El bautis-
mo de Jes¼s marca tambi®n el inicio de su ministerio p¼blico. 
Con la celebraci·n del Bautismo del Se¶or ante nuestros ojos 
aparece un gran contraste: es como si Jes¼s pasara del §mbito de 
lo ordinario y lo escondido al §mbito de lo p¼blico y extraordina-
rio. Tambi®n en esto es peligroso generalizar, sin embargo: hay 
gente que toma el t®rmino "vida oculta" de Cristo para empezar a 
contarnos f§bulas de lo que ®l supuestamente hizo en esos a¶os de 
su adolescencia y juventud. La verdad es que ese "ocultamiento" 
s·lo indica que su vida fue como la de todos. Como dice bella-
mente la Carta a los Filipenses en la traducci·n de la Liturgia de 
las Horas, ®l "pas· por uno de tantos." Con esto estamos diciendo 
que su primera etapa no fue esot®rica ni hay que esperar revela-
ciones como las de la serie del Caballo de Troya, que apenas 
muestran las ganas de hacer dinero de su autor. Tampoco es ver-
dad que la etapa "p¼blica" fuera del todo visible a todos. Los 
evangelios nos recuerdan discretamente que el Se¶or separaba 
tiempo para instruir en profundidad a sus disc²pulos, aunque ad-
virti®ndoles, por si hiciera falta, que no hay nada oculto que no 
salga a la luz (Marcos 4,22). En todo caso, estamos destacando 
que ni todo lo de la etapa m§s privada es oculto ni todo lo de la 
etapa p¼blica es conocido. Hay una continuidad pero tambi®n hay 
un ministerio que empieza en la vida del Nazareno, y cabe decir 
que la frontera es su bautismo en el Jord§n.  Tal es el criterio que 
sigue la Iglesia en su liturgia: hasta el bautismo llega el tiempo 
llamado de Navidad; despu®s del bautismo empezamos el tiempo 
lit¼rgico llamado "durante el a¶o." Eso explica el car§cter de las 
lecturas de este domingo, que es el que sigue al bautismo del Se-
¶or: ellas son como una introducci·n al ministerio de Cristo.  
Los Milagros son "Signos".- Aunque el evangelio que escucha-
remos con mayor frecuencia este a¶o es el de san Lucas, el texto 
de hoy viene de san Juan; se trata de las bodas de Can§. La im-
portancia de este texto es doble: por una parte, enlaza muy bien 
con las festividades que cierran el tiempo de Navidad, a saber, la 
Epifan²a y el Bautismo; por otra parte, abre el sentido del ministe-
rio p¼blico de Cristo, y en concreto, de sus milagros, a los que 
san Juan llama apropiadamente "se¶ales." Recordemos que una 

epifan²a es una "manifestaci·n" de la divinidad, y en ese sentido 
es una realidad muy pr·xima a lo que san Juan llama "semeion," 
o sea, un "signo" o "se¶al reveladora." Lo importante de los mila-
gros no es el hecho extra¶o en s² mismo, porque tambi®n los cien-
t²ficos y los ingenieros logran cosas asombrosas; lo importa de 
los milagros y se¶ales que Jes¼s har§ en su ministerio es que en 
ellos hay un lenguaje que nos habla de Dios, de su Reino, de su 
Voluntad y de su Gloria. Cada milagro de Dios es una se¶al de su 
presencia cercana y amorosa; cada milagro es genuino es una 
expresi·n de su voluntad que nos rehace y nos llama a amarle y 
servirle con alegr²a, como pueblo de redimidos que somos. En 
particular, tiene su inter®s este milagro de Can§ porque uno tiende 
a pensar que Cristo s·lo hac²a milagros para sanar defectos o en-
fermedades o posesiones diab·licas en las personas. Comparado 
con lo que implica devolver la vista a un ciego, el milagro de con-
vertir agua en vino parece casi trivial. Pero no fue trivial para 
Cristo, por dos razones: una, porque no es trivial para ®l atender 
al ruego de su Madre; dos, porque cada detalle de nuestra vida es 
importante para ®l. Nuestro Dios no cuida s·lo de lo grande y 
voluminoso de nuestra existencia sino que est§ atento a lo peque-
¶o y discreto: quien ama no quiere s·lo dar vida sino tambi®n 
alegr²a.
