Me Lord?

-T he Parable of the Two Sons (Matthew 21:28-32) 
28 òWhat do you think? A man had two sons; he went to the 
first and said, ôSon, go and work in the vineyard today.õ 29 He 
answered, ôI will notõ; but later he changed his mind and 
went. 30 The father  went to the second and said the same; and 
he answered, ôI will go, sirõ; but he did not go. 31 Which of the 
two did the will of his father?ó They said, òThe first.ó Jesus 
said to them, òTruly I tell you, tax collectors and the prosti-
tutes are going into the kingdom of God ahead of you.   So 
let me ask you this. Which category do you fall in? I myself am 
so glad I ran into this parable of the two sons, because it de-
scribes me pretty well. Iõm the one who initially says, òno way 
God, not me!ó, but after spending some alone time with Him I 
usually give in. And what is He asking me/us to do? Love peo-
ple. Thatõs it. All you have to do is love that family member, co-
worker, friend, or boss faithfully. Start there.  Faithfulness 
and Love, tie them around your neck, and write them on the 
tablet of your, heart and you will win favor with both God and 
man (Proverbs 3:3-4). So what does this have to do with minis-
try to the homeless? We find that in doing ministry on the 
streets the one common denominator that exists in the people 
we serve is a breakdown of the family. Such as the woman who, 
as a child was neglected by her mom and removed from her 
home, and sent to live in at least 5 different foster homes by 
the time she turned 18 years old.  How can you show love to 
someone who has faced such rejection head on? - By being 
faithful, and just love them. God may not be asking you to be a 
missionary to the far corners of the earth, so how about being 
faithful, and celebrate that elderly family member, your mother, 
aunt, or uncle on their birthday. We need family and friends in 
our lives. We cannot do life alone. We need community. Like a 
co-worker once told me òthereõs no I in TEAM.ó And one of 
our favorite Mother Teresa quotes -óTogether, we can do 
something beautiful for God.ó  We live in a broken world. Je-
sus himself told us, in this world you have tribulation; but be of 
good cheer, I have overcome the world.ó (John 16:33). So why 
not see the challenges we have in life together. Stay the 
course and love each other. That is all He asks us to do. Owe 
no man anything but to love him (Romans 13:8-10).

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EL HIJO DEL HOMBRE HA VENIDO  

A BUSCAR Y A SALVAR  

LO QUE ESTABA PERDIDO  

San Lucas 19,1-10. El Mensaje de la Misericordia.- Las lec-
turas de hoy nos dejan ver de modo particular la inmensidad de 
la misericordia divina que todo lo abarca. Aunque la misericor-
dia est§ particularmente ligada a la obra de la redenci·n, como 
queda bien manifiesto en el evangelio de hoy, estaba ya presente 
desde el hecho mismo de la creaci·n: al Se¶or Dios nadie le 
oblig· a crear; nos ha creado s·lo por amor de gratuidad. Esta 
idea aparece en el texto de la primera lectura, tomada del libro 
de la Sabidur²a. Cabe recordar que Lucas, el evangelista que 
hemos venido escuchando los domingos de este a¶o lit¼rgico, 
gusta de hacer ®nfasis en la compasi·n de Cristo. Lo hab²amos 
notado ya en sus relatos inmortales de la misericordia, como la 
oveja perdida o el hijo pr·digo. Esta sensibilidad de Lucas por la 
misericordia de Cristo hace que en este evangelio sintamos muy 
cercano al Hijo de Dios. Por eso se ha dicho que Lucas es el 
evangelista de la humanidad de Cristo.   
Misericordia y Conversi·n.- La misericordia divina no es 
s·lo un "sentimiento." Produce fruto y su fruto es la conversi·n. 
La primera lectura lo describe de modo po®tico, muy hermoso: 
"a los que caen, los vas recogiendo poco a poco, los reprendes y 
les traes a la memoria sus pecados, para que se arrepientan de 
sus maldades y crean en ti Se¶or." Es interesante notar en este 
¼ltimo vers²culo que la misericordia en realidad no elimina la 
justicia. El reconocimiento del pecado cometido es una obra de 
la misericordia adentro de nosotros; tal reconocimiento mueve a 
dolor de amor, es decir, arrepentimiento. Tal dolor es de alg¼n 
modo tambi®n obra de justicia que nos hace "pagar" por el mal 
cometido. No es entonces que la misericordia elimine el hecho 
de la culpa o el hecho de que es necesaria una restituci·n de la 
gloria divina que hemos usurpado y robado con esa culpa. La 
misericordia no quita la obra de la justicia, ni la justicia excluye 
el poder de la misericordia: van juntas porque vienen de Dios. 
Esto es a¼n m§s claro en el texto del evangelio de hoy. Zaqueo 
se siente inundado de alegr²a por la salvaci·n que ha llegado 
hasta su casa, como le declara el mismo Cristo (Lc 19,9). Esa 
alegr²a va acompa¶ada de obras de justicia: "Se¶or, voy a dar a 
los pobres la mitad de mis bienes, y si he defraudado a alguien le 

restituir® cuatro veces m§s" (Lc 19, 8). Esto es bueno recordarlo 
porque muestra que la grandeza del perd·n recibido se expresa 
de manera natural en la magnitud del cambio de actitudes y en 
los actos de restituci·n y justicia, sobre todo para con los m§s 
peque¶os y pobres. S·lo cuando esas palabras brotan de labios 
de Zaqueo, Jes¼s a¶ade que la salvaci·n "ha llegado."   
Misericordia y Alegr²a.- No podemos despedirnos de estos 
textos sin apuntar algo sobre el v²nculo entre  la misericordia y 
la alegr²a. Si el coraz·n ego²sta sufre como primer castigo la 
soledad, y a ella pronto le siguen la desconfianza, la amargura y 
la desaz·n, es bien l·gico que a la entrada de la misericordia le 
siga una profunda sensaci·n de liberaci·n, acompa¶ada de gozo 
y alabanza. Experimentar misericordia sana. Brindar misericor-
dia regenera y levanta. No puedo callar lo que he visto: las per-
sonas que viven metidas en su peque¶o c²rculo de intereses (su 
casa, sus amigos, sus mascotas) tienden a sentirse enfermas y 
ansiosas; las personas que abren su coraz·n a otros y que tienen 
tiempo y amor para compartir, especialmente con los necesita-
dos, tienden a transmitir salud, vigor, optimismo. As² nos hizo 
Dios.
