ADVENT!   
 The book of Isaiah is a compilation of over 
two centuries of prophecies from three       
distinct periods in Israel’s history.   
 Today’s first reading comes from the    
second of these periods, the sixth century bc, 
at the end of the exile in Babylon.  This part 
of Isaiah extends from chapter 40 through 44, 
and is usually referred to as Deutero                       
(or Second)-Isaiah.  Today’s reading from 
chapter 40 is the beginning of Deutero-Isaiah, 
offering the people in exile words of hope and 
comfort.  These words convey to the people 
that their time of punishment in Babylon has 
come to an end. 
 In todays Gospel, three biblical figures  
express in different ways the spirit of the  
season of Advent:  the prophet Isaiah, whose 
words create hope and expectation; Mary, the 
mother of Jesus, whose obedience opened 
the door to the incarnation; and John the 
Baptist, whose ministry was to prepare the 
way of the Lord. 

  
ADVENT:  We enter into a waiting and anticipation  
period. It is a time to prepare for the coming of Christ.  
Masses have some subtle changes: 
 The Gloria is omitted during Advent. 
 The Apostle Creed is recited instead of the Nicene 
Creed. 
 The Lord’s Prayer is recited (not sung). 
 Praying the rosary before weekend Masses.   
Just a reminder to arrive at Church in time to join others 
in praying the rosary, and maintain a spirit of silence 
and respect during the rosary, if not participating.
