THE ORIGINS OF THE FEAST OF THE MOST
HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST (“CORPUS
CHRISTI”)

By the year 1000, active participation of the laity at
Mass was minimal. Most of the people did not receive
Communion for a variety of reasons, especially their
notions of unworthiness. It was around this time that
people thought you could receive Eucharistic graces
by looking at the host—you did not need to physically
eat the host.

Elevating the bread and wine at consecration dates
back to this period.

The practice of viewing the host in an environment
outside of Mass developed into Benediction. It's here
the exposed host could be viewed and adored for an
extended period of time.

By 1250 Corpus Christi developed, which was a
procession through the streets with an exposed host,
placed in a monstrance, so everyone could view and
adore the Blessed Sacrament.

These devotions, although appropriate for their time,
have lost some of their significance. One reason is

that Catholics returned to active participation at Mass.
