7 Secrets of the Eucharist

By Vinny Flynn

Chapter Three Summary: There is only one Mass
Submitted by Mary Saunders, State Treasurer

The author, Mr. Flynn, explains that, right now, somewhere in the world there are probably hundreds of Masses
going on and that they may be different in a lot of ways. Many Catholics have developed a set of Mass
“preferences”. We may even shop around to find a Mass that suits us. We get used to our own church. The author
points out that this may be an occupational hazard for some priests. Some priests may adapt the liturgy by
making various wording changes that they feel will make the Mass more meaningful. We often fail recognize the
eternal, universal dimensions of what is happening at Mass.

The author explains about time and the Eternal Now. As human beings, we are subjected to limitations of time
and space. We tend to perceive events sequentially as to time, past, present or future.

There is no time with God. “With the Lord, one day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like one
day. 2 Pet. 3:8 How does this relate to the crucifixion?

In the Catechism of the Catholic Church, Christ’s passion, death, resurrection, and ascension are not viewed as
separate events, but as one single event. This is the Paschal mystery. Although the Paschal mystery did occur
in history, it cannot remain in the past. The Mass is never an isolated, individual event. Each time a Mass is
offered it “makes present the one sacrifice of Christ”. The mystery is celebrated, not repeated, but made present
in our time and place.

So, there is only one Mass, one eternal liturgy of the Eucharist and it is taking place in heaven forever. Christ is
inviting us to enter in, so he can lift us up into the Eternal. We are not merely attending Mass; we are joining
with all of heaven and earth in celebrating that one eternal liturgy.

The Mass is the most complete experience of unity possible for us on earth, for we are praying together with the
whole church, all over the world and in heaven.

What is the role of the Priest in the union of heaven and earth? The Priest has been given a unique privilege and
profound responsibility, for there can be no Eucharist without the priesthood and there can be no priesthood
without the Eucharist. The priest is not saying his own individual Mass but, through this complete and personal
identification with Christ, is able to re-present the one eternal Mass.

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CDA FAMILY PROMISE

I would like to share with our court (Our Lady of Good Counsel in Tigard) and the State an update on
Family Promise that St. Anthony's Parish has been incredibly involved in since December 1, 2020.

On December 1st we had two families from Family Promise move into our area reserved for them
on our campus.

During the month of December, The Catholic Daughters and members of St. Anthony's helped the families
with the groceries and a Hot Meal once a week. We were given a Christmas Wish List from the families
and they were so thrilled, delighted and very thankful with the out pour of gifts.

Because of COVID-19 the last 9 months we have seen many changes in what has happened with
Family Promise of Tualatin Valley but their mission is the same.

"Our mission is to provide temporary shelter to families experiencing homelessness. We keep families together
and their kids in their current school districts, provide safe sleeping space, a Day Center with a
homelike environment (that is closed now because of COVID-19) and through intensive case management,
we help families get into sustainable housing.

I am building a team of ladies that help me grocery shop on Monday mornings and then deliver
the food on Tuesday evening's at 5:00.
