DEAR PARISHIONERS, 
 I am a great proponent of being invited into family homes for dinner. Back some 
years ago, when I was an associate pastor at St. Pius X, it would be through one of these 
family dinners that I would meet Mark for the first time. Before my arrival, Markõs 
parents informed me that he has autism. 
 Having a limited knowledge about autism, I never really experienced someone with 
that condition. So, I approached the dinner engagement with a curiosity and openness. 
This family of six were all glad to see me arrive and I was just as pleased to be greeted 
so openly. We sat at the table together as any other normal family would do. Mark also 
had a place at the table.  
 As was expected, Mark would not be able to sit for long. Because of autism, he was 
often detached from those around him and rarely, if ever, showed any affection. Rather, 
he displayed certain uncontrollable quirks, body movements and verbal sounds that came 
forth from his five-year-old body.  
 Being in his òown worldó he would get out of his seat to pace around the table or 
rock back and forth in one spot. In one instance he would be mesmerized by the rotating 
plate in the microwave and in another instance, he would be enthralled by the sights and 
sounds of water droplets falling from the leaking faucet of the kitchen sink. No one 

batted an eye as if these actions were expected and accepted as, òJust the way Mark 
does thingsó.  
 However, there were instances, which I will call moments of grace, when Mark 
became totally connected and the whole family became fully engaged with him because 
they knew they were all in the same world. In these moments he would approach his 
mother and gently hold her face in front of his so close so as to have her eyelashes brush 
up and down upon his own cheeks. When this would happen Mark would squeal with 
delight; his mother would have a reassuring smile on her face and the whole family would 
laugh out loud. It was as if, in that specific moment, there was a profound connection 
through the sharing of the same affections. And, just as quickly as it came to be, it just as 
quickly passed as Mark went back to being in his own little world again.  
 When I reflect upon that intimate moment when he held his motherõs face and felt 
the brush of her eyelashes upon his cheeks, that instance when we were in the same 
world; that connection when all became one, I canõt help but to feel privileged for being 
invited into that sacred moment. 
 On September 29th the Church celebrates the Archangels: Michael, Gabriel and 
Raphael. October 2nd the Church celebrates the memorial of the guardian angels. Our 
belief in angels is quite evident as we read of them in both the Old and New Testament. 
According to scripture, tradition and theology the angels are categorized in a 
hierarchical structure of archangels, seraphim and cherubim and the guardians. Guardian 
angels, specifically, are those celestial spirits that have been placed at our sides to 
protect us, instruct us, and to guide us.  
 Angels are the subject of artistic depiction and popular devotion in many different 
faith traditions and cultures. They are also occasionally utilized as the focus for movies 
and television entertainment. Who can forget the warmth of Clarence as George Baileyõs 
guardian angel on òItõs a Wonderful Life.ó Who can deny the beauty of Roma Downey 
as she played the angel Monica on òTouched by an Angel.ó And who wasnõt impressed 
by the performance of John Travolta as he played an angel in the movie, òMichael.ó 
 However, rather than focus on what they might look like or how hard they might be 
working for us, some more than others, perhaps we might focus on what they invite us to 
see and experience. The Gospel from Matthew tells us that the angels in heaven 
òconstantly behold my heavenly Fatherõs faceó referring to the fact that these angels 

have Godõs undivided attention. Maybe we can come to appreciate their closeness to 
God? In that relationship we would discover a profound intimacy; an intense love and an 
abiding hope when they behold the heavenly Fatherõs face. 
 Maybe it is like the experience I had when seeing Mark hold his motherõs face and 
felt her eyelashes brush against his cheeks; his squeals of delight; their loving connection, 
and that sacred moment. Maybe this is an invitation to glimpse into the beatific vision, 
into a world that seems so set apart. And yet, maybe we are not that far away. 
 

òFather, all-powerful and ever-living God, we do well always and everywhere to give you 
thanks. In praising your faithful angels and archangels, we also praise your glory, for in 
honoring them, we honor you, their creator. Their splendor shows us your greatness, which 
surpasses in goodness the whole of creation. Through Christ our Lord, the great army of 
angels rejoices in your glory. In adoration and joy we make their hymn of praise our own.
