Cursillo School of Leaders the History                                                                                                                                                                                  
 The School of Leaders was the first ñstructureò that was developed as part of the Cursillo Movement. As important a part that 
this structure plays in the Cursillo Movement, it is not even mentioned during the 3 days of the Cursillo Weekend.                                                                                                                                           
 The Cursillo movement grew out of the Catholic Action Movement in Spain in the late 1940ôs.  After the Spanish Civil war, 
the Catholic Community in Spain was devastated, Over 6,000 priests, bishops, and vowed religious had been murdered.  Spain was in 
the process of becoming highly secular, as people turned away from Christ and the Church in droves.                                                                            
 The Pope and the Bishops of Spain formed, developed, and supported the establishment of the Catholic Action Organization.  
It was an organization, led by the clergy, for the lay people to bring them back to Christ.  One of the efforts of this organization was to 
organize a pilgrimage of the Spanish youth (persons under 26) to Santiago de Compostela (Shrine of St. James the Apostle) in north-
western Spain near Portugal. The pilgrimage would be many hundreds of miles for most of those on the pilgrimage. If you have 
watched the movie ñThe Wayò with Martin Sheen (2010) you will understand the difficulty of this pilgrimage.                                                                                                                                                                 
 The leaders of Catholic Action realized the need to have guides trained to help the pilgrims along the way. They developed a 
program that was both Spiritual and physical to train these guides.  The initial training program was very rigorous, and lasted for an 
entire week.                                                                                                                                                                                                                          
 The founder of ñCursillo de Christiandad,ò(the translation is A Short Course in Christianity) what we today call the Cursillo 
Movement, was Eduardo Bonnin. He was a leader in Catholic Action, and attended, as a participant and as a witness speaker several of 
these training programs.  He realized that in order to assure Pope Pius the XII message was carried out, something similar but different 
than the Catholic Action Pilgrimage was needed to obtain Christian dynamism in the daily and mundane life of the concrete and true 
environments of all Christians.  From this realization Cursillo was born.                                                                         De Colores, Dan
