VOTING AND OUR CATHOLIC CONSCIENCE

private and not coerced.  This protects our decision from
being pressured by the presence of others or their
influence, which would compromise our freedom of
choice.  It is important to complete the process of voting
without engaging in idle conversation about who deserves
to win.  These are opinions that need to be examined in
light of the issues before we arrive at the polling place and
should not be a hasty decision.

Also, prayer helps in examining what determines a good
choice and prayer needs time beforehand, as well as
determination, to not change the decision once a guided
understanding by reflection, information, and discernment
has been made.  Make sure enough time is given to think
about the choices, be informed on the issues, and discern
the decision.
